Miss oot arrives July 28, on the 

Norwegian liner, Bergensfiord, from 

a five-year lecture tour of the Eu- 

ropean continent.

Haakon of Norway; H. M. King 

Faisal of Iraq; Dowager Queen Ma- 

rie of Roumania; H. R. H. Prince 

Paul and Princess Olga of Jugo- 

slavia; the Archduchess Anton of 

Austria; former President Thomas 

Masaryk of Czechoslovakia: Presi- 

dent Ghanzi Kemal Pasha of Tur- 

key and Mrs. Lina Tsaldaris, in- 

tellectual leader and wife of the 

prime minister of Greece. — 

Miss Root has lectured in more 

than four hundred of the leading 

universities, colleges and other 

higher institutions of learning in the 

five continents. Being a fluent Es- 

perantist made it possible for her 
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groups in the interest of universal 
peace. Her talks were also broad- 
cast from radio stations in every 
city through which she passed dur- 
ing her eleven months in America. 

To those who hoped that the 
World War would be the final 

method of disposing of international 

problems by means of war, much 
in the past five years has tended 
toward utter disillusionment. Ar-. 
maments have increased, navies in- | 
creased, national taxes attained un- 
bearable burdens. nevertheless the 
idea of settling issues by pacific: 
means has permeated a Jarge por- 
tion of the world's population, This 
is especially true of the youth in 
America, which realizes that if a 
war comes in the future it will be 
their Jot to carry it. They there- 
fore consider that they should have 
a say in the direction of world af- 
fairs. Thus it is to the youth of 
the world that Miss Root has di- 
rected her lectures, speaking in uni- 
versities everywhere. 

Events foretold over seventy 
years ago by the founder of the 
Bahai faith, Baha‘u'Nah, have ac- 
tually come to pass in the last de- 
cade. The present chaos every- 
where apparent he indicated would 
be the result of the world’s delay 
in taking the necessary steps to 
bring about the federation of man- 
kind. : 

It is to make America realize that 
we are to take the lead in a new 
social order that Miss Root returns 
to this country.
