NEW YORK, Nov. 24—Mayor Fio- 

rello H. LaGuardia of New York 

took the occasion of the Centennial 

Celebration of the Lincoln School 

for Nurses, the Bronx, to announce 

a new slum clearance project for

Pointing out that the city was 

making great strides in “providing 

hospitals to care for the sick, the 

Mayor said that it was also trying 

to get to the root of the sickness 

and eliminate its causes.
