With naming of officers 
completed this week, the 
newly-organized Nationa] 
Non-lartisan League opened 
an all-out last-week campaign 
for a record Negro registration for 
the 1944 election. 

Stressing the need for marshalling 
the full political power of the Ne- 
gro population at the polls, the 
league is pushing its drive with par- 
ticular emphasis among migrants 
from the South who are not fully 
acquainted with their voting rights. 

The final registration drive was 
blueprinted at an executive meeting 
in Chicago last Saturday at which 
John H. Sengstacke, publisher of 
the Chicago Defender, was clected 
permanent chairman. Headquarters 
of the lengue, which will work to 
swing independent votes to Presi- 
dent Roosevelt, were opened in Chi- 
cago at 3435 S, Indiana avenue and 
in New York at the Hotel Theresa.

“Qur plan,” stated Sengstacke, “is 
to enroll new fuces in the arena of 
the fight for liberalism. The time 
for bogus and opportunistic leader- 
ship has passed. We welcome zeal 
leaders to our membership. We are 
in this fight to the finish.” 

Gne of our primary objectives is 
to see that the issues of this Presi- 
dential campaign are sifted and re- 
viewed in the light of progress far 
the Negro. 

J. E. Mitchell, publisher of the 
Argus at St. Louis, said: “This will 
be the first chance for many to 
translate their voices into litical 
action for ‘liberalism.’ Therefore, in- 
cluded among the 19 states in which 
we are working are Washington, 
Oregon, Massachusetts and Connec- 
ticut, the Negro population of which 
has been greatly increased during 
the migration for new jobs created 
by our extensive armament pro- 
gram.” 
Among the methods being used in 

the organization's drive is ta en- 
courage “Listening Posts” for im- 
portant radio addresses in the cam- 
paign. The first nation-wide listen- 
ing post organization got underway 
when Vice-President Wallace spoke 
over a national hookup October 1. 
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
