NEW YORK—The two headlined stories out of eur town last
week were nothing short of shoeking. They were sensational
and seandalous. exposing twn deplorable situations in our city,
and Negroes played an important part in both of them.
The first one 1o break was that of the concentrated raids on

the dope peddlers in Harlem, the Bedford-Stuyvesant area of
Brooklyn andsn the Rronx by the police. in an cffort to break up
Ff. iy 3 a vicious mareotics syndicate which has
preved upon the schoof children of these
]

sections for a long time.

At first, there was a feeling
among some folks that the Police De-
vartment of New York Cily was on
another witch-hunt and selected the
heavily populated Negro areas to ter-
rorize, whip heads, and since they
must make arrests, force their sus-
pects and victims to admit to crimes
of which they were not wuilty.

However, it didn’t take long for a
o R change of attitude to take place. After a
7 de Mille careful digestion of the information and
evidence uncovered by more than 60 detectives, white and col-
ored, men and women. the citizens of color of our fair city were
obliged to believe most of the reports. Above all, they realized
that dope stlling te school children, some of them as young as
12 years old. is shameful, disgraceful and a menace to the health
and future of our youth, and so were among the first to demand
frualer and more intensified action on the part of the city auithori-
les.
~ Among the shocking evidence uncovered by the intense po-
lice investigatlion is that there are some 30.000 drug addicts in New
York City and that at least half of them are teen-agers. A large
percentage of the sellers of heroin and morphine are students un-

der 19 years old.

The second story to spread
across the headlines was the ex-
pose of a “fix"” racket in basket-
ball which might have explosive
effects in many colleges through-
out the country, and might ne-
cessitate a stricter set of rules
governing nol only baskethall,
but many other sports, Certainly
it will bring about drastic
changes in college sports and
compel the authorities to be more

- alert for players and other ath-
letes who are not too consistent
in their game.

The voung man responsible for
the ecxpose is 23-year-old Juniua
Kellogg, the first Negro to play
basketball for Manhattan College
and who is considered the second
best center playver in the city,
topped only by Sherman White,
Long Island University's great cal-
ored star.

When Kellogg was approached
and refused the “fix” deal to
throw a hig and impertant game
at Madison Square Garden for
a thousand dollars, and reported
it to his coach, who in turn re-
ported it to the District Attor-
ney, there was much concern as
to what effect the expose would
have on the college. Two of the
players involved in the deal and
other fixed games played Iast
vear were students of the col-
iege. Kellogg himself was not
ahle to aleep soundly for a few
nights.

However, everybhody cooperated
with the District Attorney’s office
and when it was all over and the
cxpose revealed, the student body
and college authorities praised
Kellogg for his courage and hon-
esty. The students gave him a
terrific ovation at a party Thurs-
day afiernoon on the college cam-
pus. They carried him across the
campus on their shoulders.

New York City overnight ac-
claimed Junius Kellogg a symbol
of clean and honest sportsmanship.
