A spokesman for the Baha'i
world faith said that the
charges appear to have arisen
only from the fact that the
young Baha'i members several
of whom are teachers, be-
longed to a non-Islamic reli-
gion other than Christianity
or Juraizsm.

Article six of the new Mo-
roccan constitution expressly
guarantees religious freedom
in Morocco. But according to
official statements made there,
the spokesman said, this free-
dom extends only to Chris-
tianity and Judaism.
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
