Who Baha'wllah premised
would lead the Baha'is after
His Death.

‘Abdw'l-Bata was born in
Tihran, Persia (now Iran).
May 23, 1844. From child-
hood He shared exile and
imprisonment with His
Father, a life that permitted
Him no formal education
and no coniact with Western
thought. In- 1912 ‘Abdw’l-
Baha traveléd from the Holy
Land to the United States.
He spoke to numerous uni-

versities, synagogues,
peace and philosophic soci-
eties while in ~America.
He spoke with scholars
philosophers and scientists.
David Jordan Slarr, presi-
dent of Stanford University,
said that the teachings
‘Abdwl-Baha proclaimed
would unite the world for
He walked the “mystic way
with practical feet.”
‘Abdul-Baha, whose
name means ‘‘Servamt, of
the Glory,” laid the cor-
nerstone in 1912 of *the

world-famous Baha’it House

of Worship on Chicago’s
north shore at Wilmette,
Tlinois. -

In His addresses in the
United States, ‘Abdu’l-Baha
spoke frequently of the glow-
ing destiny of America both
past and future. In Wash-
ington, D. C., He prayed
t h a t America would be
«the first nation to establish
the foundation of internation-
al agreement . .the first na-
tion to proclaim the uni-
versality of mankind.”
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
