tional, "cultural, and econom- 
je group to the wider em- 
brace’ of: all mankind con- 
stitutes the central revolu- 
tion of our time. 

The missing ingredients to 
the solution fér the racial 
problem are the lack of 
love in the hearts of men 
and the absence of altruism. 
Legal justice, . while. vital, 
doesn’t solve the problem 

by itself — the only power 
is the recognition that man- 
kind belongs to one family 
under one God and that this. 
brings with it. the respon- 
sibility to respect and help | 
one another in every way. 

As part of the Baha’i ef- 
forts in the field of human 
rights, the North American | 
Baha'i Office ‘for Human 
Rights (NABOHR) was es- 
tablished and-has received 
awards for its work, One of 
the purposes of the Baha’i 
Faith is the development of 
‘a long range program to. 
help eradicate racial preju- 
dice. Part of such a program 
is the dissemination of fac- 
tual information as one 
means of eliminating mis- 
conceptions and  supersti- 
tions about race.
