The Master sald that as we can only see different ob-~
Jects by the light of the sum, one right in one sense and with
truth say the sum is in Werybh:lng In this sense also is our
Lord Christ in everything. - As all things are nourished and sus—
tained by the llght and warmth of the sun, =0 are all created
beings '”illed with the overflowing bounty of Chrlste.

In the Gospol (Sts Luke 12:4) it is said: "Be not afraild
of them that kill the body and after that havo ne more that they
can doe But Y willvtell you whom yo shall fear. Fear him which
after hs hath killed ‘hath powsr b cast into hells Yea, I say
unto you, fear him."

*Abdutl-Baha sald that this moeans that the death of the
body 1s of no importance and not in the least to be feared, bocause
a spiritusl] soul llves forevere But the thing to be feared is
the death of the splrit,

- It 18 saild of Mary Magdalon that cut of her went soven dov=
ils. Thls means seven ovil qualities whlch Jesus cast out of her
by teaching hsr the Truth. ©She was not such a bad woman as sone
supposed before her conversion, but the wonder 1ls that such a
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saint and miracle of purlty and goodness could have been created
by the New Blrth, She was greater than all the dlsciples of
Jesus becauso she alone stood firm after Hls death, and never
waverod.

PARABLE OF THE TEN VIRGINGS.

The word virgln moans those who are free from ties of
this world unspotted Dy world and empty,— ready to be filled.
There are two kinds of stlcke which we can imagine to be put aside
for the fires One is a damp stick, the other is of aloe (a very
dry kind of woody Whin contact with the Lire the damp stick will
not ignite but the othor is dry and ready to be ignited at once.
So some people have the capaclty to recelve the light of God,
others are full of earthliness (dompness) and carmot receive it.
Some of the attributes of those poople possessing thls capacity
ares for exauplo, devotlon, attraction towards God, Beparation
from the world. These when krzui¥m trials come, aro ableo to
suatain calamitles In thoe Cause of God. But though sometbimes
flames willl aprecr in damp fuel, they soon bescouwe extinguishede

The first necessity for us is to ingcrease this capacity
for lighte The sun is always shining and brilliant, but the
blind can never sse 1lt. Wo rmust train thls capacity to recoive
the Divine bountye Tha 01l in the parable, clgnifies this
capacity. All food is good, and a gift of God, but we must have
the appotlte to eat 1t. Suppose the rain iz falllng in abundance,
no good 18 done by it in a selt desert which only grows thorns
and useless plants,

RESURREQTION

Jesus Christ had two bodles -~ one spiritual and one nam
terial. The materlal body 1ls of no importance. It changes
2nd changen alwayse An old mpersoit's body 1s not the same as
that of the same individual when young.

The vislible world does nothing but change and change
leads to annihilation, Ve must be sure then, when the soul of
man losves tkmk hls bedy it never returns te that body again.

In the Gospel record, when Jesus Christ was crucified and
ascended, Mary Magdalen and the other dlsciples had fallen into
such a state of excltement and agltation that during thres days
the Cause of God was ammlhilated for thems After three days,
Bhatr agltation having abated they reallzed that the cavse of
‘esus Ohrlst and His teaching was everlasting in the worlde
The disciples would not at first write to the other believers
openly that Jesus was crucified untill llary lagdalen sald to they
What does it mattor? Hls soul is with use

When Jesus was crucified same said, Jis religlon 1s ane
nlhilated snd gones Hary Magdalon sald matter 1s gone, and flesh,
but the soul of tho roliglon is foroevers

Thomsase was a foeble character who balioeved thse Causo was
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was loste After a little time he saw that, though Jesus was
killed, the Cause of God stlll contlnued and then he realilzed
and bellevede.

After the death of the Blessed Perfection, one day, the
chief Muhammadan prlest of Akka came to our Lord and said he had
seaen the door of hils room open and the Blessed Perfectlon cape
into his roome This was the Truth and fause of the Blessed Per=
fectlon which manifested 1tself and its continuous to him in this
waye

To those who say that Jesus Chrilst came back to earth
in hls earthly body, they should reflect that He was 33 years old
at the time of His death. According to medlcal scilence it is
established that in 35 years a man's body has been changed at
least three times. If 1t was the body of the thlrd decade of
His 1life which revived what became of the other two bodies?

The perfectlons and characteristics of God toward man are
not conditional upon any facte God 1ls merciful to man, and His
mercy does not depend on Jesus Christ's having done anything, but
He 1s always sacrlificed and thls 1ls thoe great question of the
liystery of Sel#-~sacrifice.

THE MYSTERY OF SELF=SACRIFICE.

Our Lord sald that the Prophets and Suns of God possessed
two states or conditions, Ist, the Spiritual; second, the
material.

In their spiritual estate or condition they reflect en=
tiroly the perfect bountles of God and Hls perfections, such as
love, Joy, goodness, mercy, etc., but these perfections they sac-—
rifice and glve as a free glfit to the people without hope or idea
of any return to themseclves. For example, consider a growing
tree = the sun shines upon 1t, the rain falls and the breezes
b low upon 1it. Then, by the grace and power of God the earth
glves 1ts strength to the tree and it lives and growse The tree
then gives thls power, which 1t recelves from the sarth to the
branches, twlgs and leaves, which flourish and in time it gives
its power to make kx=mammiwmg blossoms and frult to appear upon
them. So our Lord Christ glves His perfections and graces whlch
He recelves from God to the people, to make them grow to be strong
end live and He keeps nothing back for Himself,

Now, in the second or bodily condition of the Prophet,
He also sacrifices and glves all these perfections to the peoplo.
It &s natural to man that his eyes should enjoy beautiful objects
and views but our Lord Jesus Christ never walked abroad for the
purpose of thls pleasure and enlJoyment. He gave Hls perfect sight
to the peoplee The ears love to llsten to beautiful music and
harmony, but Chrilst llstemed to the walling and sighing of human-
itye It 1s natursel to man to en]Joy repose and the rest of sleep
but Chrilst never forscok Hls work on account of weariness. And
so with all the bodlly and materlsal comforts which man naturally
enjoyse He sacriflced them all to the people, yea, even giving
His own 1life.
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THE MIRACLE OF WALKING ON THE WATER.

In thls story of our Lord Jesus the Sea of Tiberias rep-
resents the O@cean of Oreation ~ the two shores represent earthly
truth and splritual truthe The boat (or ark) stands for the arw
guments and reasons by which man acquires knowledge and in thils
boat the dlsclples of Jesus were tossed in the waves of the Ocean
of @reatione The shose which Jesus left in order to come to them
walking on the water, represents earthly knowledgo. The havon
and shore to which He gulded them represented splritual knowledgo.
There are three ways of apprehending Truth. First, the earthly
way, be means of the five senses,. Second, the way by argunent
and reasoning and all phllosohpers have taught that 1t was possible
to reach the knowledge of Truth by this mothod. Third, the splr
itual way, by which men receives knowledge fpom the imner light
or inspiratlon.

The ancient phllosophers and indeed the phllosophers of
all time have taught that the first method, that 1s by means of
the five semnses, was the one certaln way of knowing Truth.

For example, when we see a large mass of water, you know that it
is the sea and nothing can contradlct that fact. But when you
reflect deeply pou will see that this means of knowing is not to
be absolutely relied upon. For instance, when you see in a
steamer, salling along rapldly the evidence of your sight tells
you that the shore is moving, but you know this to be false. : s g
you look at the sun your eyes assure you that it rises every day
and travels across the sky, but sclence has disproved this. g
you take a lighted stick, attached to a string and whirl it around
vory fast the appearance #s that of a circle of fire -~ again
poople 1In a desert often aee a beautiful nmirage, but the nearer
you approach this appearance the more 1t fades away and you begin
to percelive its unrealitys All thle proves that the evidence of
the senses alone 18 not to be relled upon for conveying the Truth,

The ancient philosophers have also taught that by the In-
tellect (the second method)of argument)and reasoning) accurate
and absolute knowledge of everything can be obtalned. They saild
that thoey could prove the exlstence of God by the existence of
foroces ahd motlon,—~ that 1s to say the mover and the thing moveds
Thoy explalned that motlion is imposilble wlthout one who causes
movement e They observed the heavens and the motion of the chief
vlenets, whlch they concelved to be caused by the movement of eight
successive orystalline spheres enclosed within a ninth ans outer
one, which, by its actlob caused &yl the others to move. But
later phllosophers have sald that these cyystalline spheres are
n on-existent, and that the planets are suspended by the force of
gravitation, attraction, stce., thus utterly contradicting ancient
theories. These anclent philosophers also said that as they could
o bserve no movament or change in the heavens, they were therofore
pre~egxlistent and etermal. All those statements have been refunted.
It is therefore evident that we cannot rely on this second method
of obtalning Inowledge, to ensure absolute accuracy. Successive
philosophers are always contradicting each other, and propounding
diverse theorles. If absolute knowledge were to be obtained by
this means, the wilsest philosophers would agree in sayling the sane
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things .

There is yet a third method of acquiring knowledge,~ by
revelation, or the Inapired Books; but the difficulty in this
case 1s that every person's interpretatlion of the Book is colored
by his own Individuality. 1In the time of Jesus Christ, tho Jows
were provented from acoepting Him, by clinging to the literal
interpretation of thelr Books They searched thelr Scriptures
and Prophecles and sald, “What we find in these writings doos not
agree with what we know of this man of Nazareth, but it is rather
against His claim.”

As we have bsfore sald in the account of thls mirscle, the
disciples of Jesus attempted to sell over the Sea of Creatlion and
Existonos in the Ark of Argument and Reasonings, findlng groeat
difficulty and danger 1n proving the Truth by so doing. But when
Christ, the Light of the world, who knew all thilngs by theo Light
of the inner spiritual 1llumination, eame to them in thelr hcat,
walking by His knowledge over the Ocean oif Existence, and having
no need of the Ark of Argument, then immediately they were ot
thelr deslred haven.

Our Lord sald that all mlracles have theilr mystic and
h 1dden meaning enfolded within them, and that thls miracle of the
valking on the water is of the very flrst importance.

The Holy Splrite.

Always, from the earllioest ages, the conception of the
Trinity hah been presontes - In the tlme of loses, the ldea of
the Trinity was shown in (1) God, (2) The speaker of Mount Sinal,
and {3) The Fire (which corresponds to our idea of the Holy Spirit).
In the time of Abraham, this thought was reprosented by Abreham,
the Angels, and Gode As an 1llustration of the Trinlty, take
light and 1llumination,- there is the light-glver, the sun (God)
the light-receiver, and the ray of light connecting the two.
Again there l1le the giver of the bounty, the recelver of the bounty
and the bounty which 1s the Holy Spirit.

THE TEAGHING OF CHILDREN.

We must be gulded entirely by the intelligence and devale
opment of the chlld, as to how soon we should begin to beach it
A woman reaches her maturlty at the age of twemty, and must then
cortainly receive the full teachlng.

Many a child of ten is sufficlently developed and advanced
to receive some teaching, and some are ready for it at the age
of eight or nine, The great thing that 1s necessary to toach
children 1s to be characterized with the attributes of God, and to
be goods Thelr hearts and minds must be prepsred to receive the
Truth as soon as they are old enough to be taught everything, -
but childrem should not be taught facts and detalle which they mapg
not, during the present condition of the faith, speak of openly
to thelr fellows and companlionse.
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PRAYING IN PUBLIC AND IN PRIVATE,

There are two forms of prayer in this religlon, that is
the obligatory prayers which are (1) the long obligatory prayer,
(2) the Dally prayer, beginning, "0 my God strengthen Thou these
hands, etc.” (3) the short one. One of these prayers must be
used three times dally according to the circumstances and the time
at the dlsposal of the bellever using thems These obligatory
prayers are entiroly personal between the individual and God.

There is also the form of prayer to which the namo "Sup~
plication" has been givem, infhe translations which may certainly
be used in public. That 1s, 1f you should desire to ask God
anything, you may certalnly do so in an assembly of belleverss
Chanting may 2180 be usede. But thls religion has no zet form
of public worshipe.

CONCERNING THE THEACHING.

Good people are of two kinds,~ those who are so by natursl
goodness of heart, and those who attsln to it by an after gift
of the Spirit, All those who are truly taught of God, will accept
this Truth when presented to them, but as it takes some frults
longer to ripen than others, so some wlll accept 1t lmmediately,
and others after a long time of gradually ripening in the Sun.

It is of course e groat sin to reject these Teachings, and
it is our duty bo persuade and toach people to embrace this Truth;
But if they should relect 1t, we must bear 1t with patlence, and
we are to remaln toward them exactly what we were before. If,
hwoever you find a person leading a truly geod wvarnest 1ife, vho
does not wish to hear or recelve these Teachings, you are to 7om
menber what our Lord Jesus sald, “He that is not againd o is
with Hels"

The reason why some misslonaries, monks, otce who spend
thelr whole time in praying and reading holy books, do not accept
this, 1s because though they act in this way, thelr hearts are
really still wlth the world.

WINE DRINKING.

In reality wine or spirits taken even in moderahte quahtli-
ties does not permanent good. It is lilke urging a horso to full
speced by whipplng him. The whilp represents the effect of wine
on men's bodye.

Wine taken as a medicine for weak people, who have all
thelr lkves been used to 1t, i1s permitteds But they must on xno
account allow thelr children to drink wine or alcoholic drinks,
Our Lord spoke of the Druses who never drink wine or smoked, and
in consequence of this, many dlseases were qulte wmknown to ther,

There are many references in the Bible to lahomect. In
Revelations 12, the woman clothed with the sun with the moon
under her feet, represents the Muhammadan religion. The sun and
moon, aro- the Turklsh and Persian Eupiros. The twelve stars
around her head represent the twelve Imams,

In tho Now Tegtament John 1:25 :Why baptizmest thou then
if thou be not that Christ nor Ellas nor that Prophet.
"That Prophot" signifies Mahomet - but Christlans have not undor
stood these references in their own Bible, Also in John 18: 7-15
(inc.) "The Advocate™ and the "Spirit of Truth® here spoken of
signify Mahomet.

A1i Xuli Khan asked our I.ord whlch was the groator -~
Joesus Christ or liahomet. Our Lord saild the Muharmadans were ac~
customed to think Mahomet the greater because of his title "Seal
of the Prophets,™ but in the time of Jesus gplrituality snd the
sniritual 1life was far greator.

GREAT PROPHETSe

Our Lord said 1t was qulte true thet all the @reat Pro=
vhets = the Suns of God = are without sin: though the word
'prophot! is used in more scnses than ono by the Jows. A Great
Prophet is always one to whon reveslod writings have comes

The only parts of the Bible weo should consider ag sacred
and inspired are these revealed writings and vislonss. With
rogard to the Book of Moses, only those narts are sacred vhich
contain his inspired wrltings, such as the Ten Commendmants, etce
The reat are mere books of history written nuch later than tho
time of MHosos and often not literally true.

Taalah is a true Prophet but the Book of Hathor is a
mereo tradition or storye.  In Solomon's Song, the syumbolism which
is used throughout it of a brido and bridegroon is true symbollanm
or allegory =~ no real bride or bridegroom is intended.

David wes a great salnt but not a great Prophet and many of the
statements made about him are not accurato..

It is well known that when Nebuchadnezzar inveded Syria
he destroyed the whole of the Israelitish books and records. It
is only needful for us to read and study the insvired and reveal ed
parts of the Bible, The other parts are no more sacred than
the books of historye

The story of Joshua causing the sun to stand still iz an
allegory for it means that he was so steadfast and true in tho
Feith, that during his lifetime the sun of iloses never get o» went
below the horizon.

BUDDHA

Buddhe, was a very good man -~ a divine philosopher but not



a groat prophet. Hany of hie moral teachings greatly resemblad
those of Jesus.

The doctrine of reincarnation as taught by the Buddhists,
and some of the ancient philosophers is not truee. It was largely
invented by those people who clung to thIs world and ioved it so
that they could concelve of no happiness apart from it.

All those souls who aroe truly sovered from this world
and from everything save God have always longed to depart and
go onward to a more splritual existoncoe.

Many of the Theosophlsts have sald that 1t was nccossary
for people to returm agaln and again in order to attain to por-
£ actlony But there 1s no spiritual benoflt in moere length of
times ~Those who recelve the Holy Spirlt can instantly becomoe
norfocte Teke for an illustration, the olive troes which oxist
for thousands of years, yot, thoy have not by this duration of
time attalned to the life and development of the animal kingdoene
Whereas, o small insect exlsting for o fow days or liovrs belongs
to 1t.

Indeed many of the ancient philosophers evolved this
idea of reincarnation in order to £1ll a flaw or void in their
doctrines, = They belleved that this material existonce wag &ll
for thet had not attalned, as we have to a knowledge of the spir-
itual existonce boyvond. And they thought that it was necessary
Tor tho saskep of" Juaiioe, that a man should be born on this carth
again and againe

No infant 1s ever borm bades All infants are born alike -
good, but their education, surroundings and their indiviguallty
reko them became what they afterwards are.

As everything is possiblo with God, He might grent return
as a speclal glft and grage to scomoe pooplos Amongst the mony
vrophets, only Ellas was sald to roeturn and he did so.

parsult of material improvements and civilization than ths DNast-
crn Nations; but, on $he other hand, since the carlisst times
of hiastory, no prophet or religious teacher had appsared save
from the Easte GOD divided His Gifts,~ giving the West ths power
of inventiong and material improvements, but to the East He had
given Spiritual civilization.

He also wrete the sames things to other countiries, and they are now
exactly fulfilled, He said, now that these events have cows to
pass, we zust feel heppy, not sorrowiul. The believers must not
be troubled nor distressed about the confinement of the laster,

He wishes them always to be cheerful., He is accustome. to im-
prisonment, We must not feel distressed, as this is sent from
God, and it should be pleasant to us to have troubles from God.
If we hear also of other things taking place, ws wust not feel
grieved, but trust in GCD, Still greatsr things than these will
happen, all of which have been prophesied.

For irstance, a person nay
oe apparently unsuited to receive the understanding, thersiore the
Spirit of Faith will be a Gifi which COD bastows upon whoii He
choocses, GOD bestows His iercy upon whomsoever Hs wishes, if
the creatures act according to the Commendments, this has nothing
to do with idercy, but is QOvedience. For illustration, a man
called She ikh ¥ohamwed Hassan was wade to attain the Gift, there-
fore the stalion of the Eounty and Mercy is altogstiae: Jifferent
from that of Justice. If a person does everything in Heaven and
earth, he may not be fitted to receive the Gift ol GOD, For ex-~
auple, a king has many cfficials, btut those who are calleu to zit
with him and associate with hiw are few, Again, Jor instance, =
monk, who worships GOD morning and eve for sixty ysars may et be
ex~luded, and pesrhaps a very simple person may attein the Gocly
Bounty. Likxe Caiaphas and Annas, wio were excludsld, but reier
succeedcd in attaining, in the time of Mohammed, Abu Jahl, who
was entitled "The Father of Wisdom" by the people. and Abu Amir,
who were two great learned ones among the Arabs, wersa excluded,
while Suhaib, the basket meker, and Abduvl Ralhman, another humulse
one, attainad the Gift. The real intention in this teaching is
that it refers to spiritual children, and the real relationship
between the prodigal son and the elder brother is spiritual and
not physical, For example, the real urothers ol Jesus Carist

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A c:muraation with Abul Kasim, the Gerdesner of the hizwan,
Septombar, 1901,

This conversation took place in the general reception room of
our Lord's House, in the Holy City of Akka, Syris,

Abul Kasim came in, bringing to us thyee pilgrius (Herbert
Hopper of Paris, Thouwas “reakwall of England, =and Isabella D,
Brittinghsw of America) many beautiful flowers from the iizwan.
The kizwan is a beautiful Garden situated on the outskirts of Ak-
ka, and which has been wmade sacred by the frequent Visits of the
Elessed Ferfection, Eaha'o'llanh, (kizwen ueans reradise,) In the
Garden there is a little house where Abul Lasiw lives, snc where
Eaha'o'llah often went to rast and to couwune, Hs used to occupy
a suall cane seat chair by a window in the upper roo.. of the house.
Since His Departure that chair has been covered with flowers, and
pilgrims coming to the kMaster, Abdul Baha, visit - by His Direc-
tion - that Holy Garden, and bear those flowers away to all parts
of the worlad,

The following are the incidents wihich Abul Kesim related con-
cearning the Visits of ths Blessed Perfection to ths Lizwans

At one tims when the Blessed Ferfection, Baha'o'lleh, was in
His little room at the Rizwen, a swarw of locusts filled the Gar-
den, This troublad Abul Kasim and hé¢ pought the Prosence of tls
Blessed Perfection and told Hiu of their being there, ine Bless-
ed rerfection replied: "Go and entertain thew., Uhey are our
guestas," Abul Kasiu obeyed, gathering all the Iru 1t.s and vegeta-
bles he could find, end placed thew in the Garden. The loctusts
repidly devoured thase and then Ilsw up and settled upon all the
trees, shrubs and flowers, and upon every part of the Garden,

Again the gardener sought the Elessed Perfection, waic exzress.
ed his fear that the insects would destrcy everything, end espec-
ially the mulberry trees, The Elessed Ferfection replied: ¥ikis
is well, Iet thew Sevour thsm." The gargener supplicated: ™ihuis
will not be good, for thsre will be no shade tress for ihee under
which to sit." The Elessed rerfection replied; "Escause you do
not wish them to remain, very well." And Hs then went down into
the widdle of the Garden, took the heix ol His Garment in His Hand,
and, waiving it, uttered, thrice, thesc words: "Abul Lesia does
rnot want you! God protect you!" Iuwediately, upon His uttering
these words, the locusts arose in & body en.i flew away, There
vers many rundreds of theiu.

At another time Abul Kasiu was trying to beautify the fount~
ain in the Garden, and he placed a tube in its apex to add to the
grace of its flow, Fe algo arvanged some candles so that they
would illuminate the spray of the fountain at nightfall, Then He
sought the Elessed Pesifection and supplicated Hiwm to visit the
Garden and se2 the fountain.

The Blessed FPerfeciion replied: "It is well. Ask the wan to
make ready the herses end I will go." when all wes ready and they
hed started for the Kizwan. Abul Kasin plesad to be permitted tc go
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on before Hiw and put the fountain in running order, but the Blecs-
ssd rerfestion replieu "Jo, you nhave alrea:j vielse o rere frow
the Garden," when about half way there, agein Abul Lasii renewsd
1is entreaty, and this tiue te nlnsaﬂu zeriection gresnted it.

In the thnkliné of an eye the gardener found himsel! in the Gar-
den, but was unable to explain “ow he arrived there, He turned
on the water end, when the Llesssd rerfection appeared in the Gar-
den, He said to the one who attended to the rorses: "Abul Kasiu
doea not understand how he reached the Garden so quickly. Hs does
not know whether he flew, or walked, or ran.,"

After seeing the i.proved flow oi ths "‘ovqtam the Elessed
rerfection was about to depart, but Abul Kasiu supplicatad that He
would remain end see the illumlnatlng ef fect of the candles, IThe
Blessed Perfection said: "Very well, I will wait until I Zave
seen your beautiful candles placed in the .idst of the fountain,"
The gardener then arranged and llg“teé thews The Dlessed lferfec-
tion said to him: "C Abul Kasiu! xnow, verily, that it was
prophesied and foretold that the fire woula be conflazrating
awidst the waters; and this is the tiue and now here is tle ful-
flllnent of that prophecy."

pilgrimage with our liaster's Zwbassador, Haji Mirza Hassan Khorassa-
nim, andhis interpreter, Mirza Hussun Rouhy, to the Holy Headquarters
0f course the material part of the journey is nothing. At Port Said
we wmet Lr. Hopper, who is a young American, but who for two years
has been in RPawils receiving architectural instructions and we four
all went into quarantine together. When we left Beyrout we stredm-
down the Mediterré¢anean to Haifa and this waamy first glimpse ot
the Beautiful City. As we passed it, it was sunset and the light of
setting sun was thrown over this blessed spot. It is a white city
and the light upon 1t was as a glory, and back of it all the mountains

were shrouded in a mist, a most beautiful symbol oI the great Light

contained therein. As we passed along, from the lips of the olrien-
tals about me, on the steamer, I heard the name,Mdbbas Effendi", "Ab-
bas Effendi,""Abbas Effendi®, Presently Haji Mirza Hassan Khorassani
who was sitting not far from me coumenced to talk and he alsco said
"Abbas Bffendi" and presently he came to say "Bgha Ullah". Presently
iirza Rouhy wame by me and dropped down in a seat in a gquiet way and
said: YThese Orientals are talking of our Lord, andthey are all
saying what a wonderiul person he is and one wan especially siad that
our Lord had taken his son and was educating him and louvking aiter
him, and spoke in sugh a beautiful wanner of Him." And so it 1is, un-
believers and believers alike recognize a greatness in the presence
of our Lord. They do not know what it is of course, they do not
all openly know, but the Light is lighting all; some unconsciously
some consciously. May of tie poor people in the streets call nim
The Father of the poor", they say they want no governor but "Abbas

Effendi®.

The ride from Haifa to the Holy City has never besn overrated
It is the wost beautiful ride I ever took in my life., It is a fitiing
approach to the city of the Great King, wherein shines the light of
the world. lr. Breakwell, a young Englishman who joined us at Hai-
fa, and myself made this holy trip. ifr. Hovper went the day belore

by the sumaoning of our Blessed ,aster, because it was thought best

for all of us not to go together, but in the meantime Mr. Breakwell

came and the Master sent word ior us to go at the sawe tiwe, and we
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made this very wondarful trip together, the Beautiful City shining out

in iront of us all the while like a Light beaconing to us from that
Great Précioua Cantér,.the Light from which has so radiated in every
heart. .-We were in thé midst of-fhe phroﬁhecies as we passed through.
Y¥u know the Bay of Haifé is on the shores, and on the southern point

is Mt. Carmel, the-monntain of-God. On the nbfthsrn point of that Bay

the Qity of Acda. Go@miﬁg ﬁp'along the Mediterranean to the shadow
of Mt. Cafmel is Sharon, from H£. Carmel around the Bay of Acca to the
City bt Acéa; énd tnciuding all the sufwounding 1owlland reglion between
the M editerranean and the low 1ying chain of hills, is the piain or
valley of Acca. Than&thare is a low chain of hills running back of Ac-
ca, and this plain, just back of these andthrough that region, lie the
lands of Zebulon and Naphtali. 'rhe people who walked in darkneas there
have seen a @Great Light, in tha lands of Zebulon and Naphtali, by the '
way of the sea. The saa'doea not mean a small limited body of water; it
nERANS tﬁe Mediterrénadn S8ea. It is further proven by continuing to
read this 9th chapter of Iaaiah,.because it says: "For unto us a child
is borm, unto ﬁa é son:ié.givén;land ;he government shall be upon his
shoulder, and his ndma Bhéll be called Wonderful,ﬂouncellor, the iighty
God, the Everlaéting Fathe;, the Prince of Peace."

I had a beautiful talk with Abul Kazim, thegardener. O0f course

you are all familiar with tne Riswaea, the beautiful garden of theBlessed

Perfection. Abul Kazim was tiae gusdsner in His time, and istthe gardener
in the time of our liost Exalted 1crd, the Center of the Covenant. Among
many instances which are very vawiltiar, and of which 1 will not speak

8o much, two or three werec reuark.uly beautiful. one time the “aster

accompanied the Blessed Perfectivne to theGarden of theRizwan and there
they decided to remain for some tiwe and the Blessed Perfection instruct-
ad Abul Kazim to attend to a ceri.in business matter. Our Master spcke'
to Abul Kaziwm and told hiu to go uiwl get some food to bring to Him in
the garden. Abul Kazim went to ths Blessed Perfection and supplicated

as to what he should do andwhen h: should fulfil those two commnands, The

Blessed pPerfection said:¥ EHvery taing that the Laster says is just the
sare as though I said it; le i I «ud I am he.

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Another time the Blessed perfection was in His own privaife Room
at the Rizwan, when sowu: one 4unocked for admission, and Abul Kazim went
to the door and then cdme back saying:“The pyaster, Mirza Musa, 1: here."
The Blessed perfection looked &% him intently and said:"The Master is
One andonly One. ZEvery one €lus has his own nawme but the jaster is One.
The Master 1s the Greatest Braasn, the ilaster ilsthegreatest mystery of

God, the Master is the jyaster.

Another time the ILlzster and the Blessed perfection had gone
to theGarden of the Hizwan aud the gardener brought the Blessed Perfec-
tion a chair, The lMaster turucd andwent up to the little room. The
Blessed perfection turuned and loocked at Abul Kazlim and said%Know, thou,
verily, all are creatures, vu:t tie Master 1s not."

Prom these utterances , Trom the prophecies 1in our Bible, from
the station which the most euligitened and the most illuminated, in the
preaence of the jp@ster, give iliun, we know that his station 18 as exalted
as any one ¢an possibly imagiue and He is as unlimited as the Word in-

carnated can be.

There are two pointe fur ever y one to bear in mind, to bear
upon their hearts, when they wre waking this Holy and Heavemly pilgrim-
age, Tor when we make that pilsrinage we are undertaking a visit to '
Heaven. It isthe Paradise of uod. The two points are these, and I spec=-
ially want every dear sister a.ud brother to listen to this, it is very
siaple but it is very pertinent: Xach one receives according to the
msasure of the cup that he taiwe. If the cup is full of something else,
or some other things, only & little will be placed in that cup and that
will mix with the other things aud be lost. The fragrauace will g:i;::ixx

The light of iits beauty will uut be present when it is confused with otk
er conditions in that cup. Ancviher thing upon this one point: The length
of the visit has nothing to «u wiih the absclute blessing, but it is the
condition of theheart. You way go and stay there ten years in the pres-
ence of our Lord and receive & very small bit, and you may go and be
filled in an hour. That is with your soul and aine.

The second polnt is this: The responsibility of the Visit.To
g0 headlong into that Great rriocence, who can recognize it? Who will un-
derstand its greatness? The lantren is secn and that is a beautiful
and a wonderful lantern, but woo sees the Light if they rush in where

A Taar tn +raad? MTha vucnanedhildty e an sFreat and tramandous.
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angels Tear to tread? The respoasibility i so great and tremendous
that one should think well of it before they make that Visit, because
they never can afterwards evade 1t or escape from it,

Our lord 1s the sawe to yevery pilgrim, there is no favorit-
ism. He would not be the Master if he favored anyboday. All are chil-
dren of His love. He has cowe to all; His love blesses all. Believers
and unbelievers alike in hiis presence feg&l the power of His love, but it
18 the heart wﬁich must be 1rignt to feel 1 in its fullness. Indeed the
feeblest law bs require the préatest nourishment. We know we are all
babes. We mneed a great dedl of fouud because we are very, very hungry,
and we know that the food is inexhaustible; the table of Bounty 1is withou
limit, when we are ready for it.

One time the yuectici «@rose as to the salvation of mere believ-
ers and that of a believer. | do not mean one who confesses to be a
believer, but by a believer I wean one whom God knows is a bellever, and
yet has not worked iuch, has secmed an idler to sowe extent and yet is a
believer in God's sight. The question arose as to the salvation of a
mere believer and those who were striving to attaint the greatest of
spiritual gifts. The question was discussed in the yaster's presence,
who knows everything which goes on and answers all our questions, if pe
wants to, without our asking hiwm. e answered many and many questions
of mine without a word frow we. I went to the Blessed Tomb and uttered
a supplication, that uobody, uot even my own husband, knew, and when I
came back my paster began to talk to me about 1t and to say some very
wonderful things about it. Aunother time I began to tell him about some-
thing that was very dear in the hearts of my husband and myself, but no
else knew what it was, and as 1 began to tell him, He said"I know all
about 1it* énd began to tell me. These are a few of the many truths of
His greaﬁneas.

(f This question was then asked the Master®Are all of those who
believe(as God knows them, pled.e remember) in this great revelation
saved?" Our Lord answered:“All believers have attained to the Heavenly

g%#ta, but each one in a difierent degree. All have arrived at the
great rolling Ocean, but vach k«as taken that which quenched His thirst."

our Lord's daily life is a itving epistle known and read by all
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men and this gre-at reality upon earth is proven in His self-effacement.
He never thinks of Himself. [lis life 1s filled with the thoughts of
others andthe comforts ol others. Vhen we were there the paster appoind
ed us our roums, and there were very many of us, therefore Haji Koraaaa—l
ni was given the Master's rouvw and the paster went out to sleep., One
night the Governor having bewn there and others, to see the aster, and
the supper wes very late that uight, too late for the Liaster to go out
and incomuode others, so he reuained in the house, and who can say where
the Master slept? In the wmorning is thehour when the Holy Household

is with him and the maid servauts come in for a cup of tea. That is che
hour when he me«ts them-at six c¢'clock in the morning, a most beautiful
time with the Master, as every knows who has been there, and it is no use
to try to couvey the reality oi 1it. They are all perved with a cup of

tea besfore the Master is served; every servant , and He receives the

cup last. Also at the table He is the last to be served; everything is
before the kaster. He never talks of Himself. It is a great lesson to
me I know because we are weak <nd apt to do that very fﬁing, and it

was such a wonderiul thing tou e to see the Blessed iaster mever tulking
of Himself. He has left His Lody Tor other people's service. fﬁy that I
mean that he has departed frus the material things of this world because
He 1s the Segvant, as He says, oi the servants of God. It is impossi-
ble to speak of the jo&fullncaa in lils spi¥it. I do not think many have
spoken of this. 1t was one of the most beautiful revelations to me-the
Master's joy, the brightness, the sweetness, the beautiful Light in His
life, the wonderful swile which comes over His face, and lightens every
heart which sees it. le not ounly swiles but He laughs, and ha. 7 hours
are in the presence of the iaster when He is enjoying and receiving and
siving some bright and beautiful things in the blessed conversation,Every
thing which the Laster receives is passed on to others. For instance, one
@vening Hajl Khorassani brought Him a flower and gave it to Him, and

He passed it on to me. I was selfish enough to keep it, but I have dedi
cated 1t and I hope tou give it away for I have seen the iaster and I have
the best §ift.. I have prowised to give 1t away, but I had to learn
the lesson ang@hink about it rirst, It was a sacrilice to give away
that beautiful rose. Also the beautiful gifts that the pilgrims bear

to Him are given away to othuors. Sometimes they are very elegant gifts

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which are given to these others. We do not realize, perhaps, that the
very gift in itself,; whether it be a very beautiful thing or.a very sim-
ple thing(as it was in the case with me) is a test to the person. His
great footséeps are warked out in lines for us; obedience, love , Jjoy,
gself-Torgetfullness, generosity-.-the characteristics of God-~ are there
in perfection. He is the Absolute Beauty. pne 18 our Great Light. These
Blessed Embassadors who have cowe to us radiate that Iight. They never
speak of themselves. They have come here for the service of vod and
their fellow men.h#”;

One evening at the table the jaster said:"The Orientals and
the Occidentals are gathered together aroung this table, clasping hands"
and He told me that I must speak of this and tell the people of this
beautiful evening when we all sat together at the table. If it were
possible I should like to tell you who was there, but the tiwe -is tou ;
short,

While I was there, I vigited by the jercy of God, theHoly Tomb
twice andthe Rizwan once, and the Shrine of the Bab once; but these
would occupy much time in themselves and I have today to do with the
Master.

One great lesson which the jaster gave us aud which is a very
practical one is in regard to this revelation and that of Jesus Christ,
and of which we all took notes., The yaster said the differences are,
that in this cycle, all the inhabitants of the world willl be gathered

into one natdon; universal peace will prevail; bloodshed and was will

cease; there will be a general language; unity and harmony will reach
the highest state; ther will be no bigotry. All will he gathered under
thetent of ﬁeace. Before the universal peace will be established there
wWillbbe wars and a general overturning of society. rhese wars are to ! :
warn the people, so that they may learn, if they do not follow the teach ﬁ. :é
fngs that the. will be punished and that the power of the Spirit will .
be taken from them andthey will become as dead bodies.., The begining % e
will be in our time and the truth will be generally known by the year - .?
1917. 1In this connection 1 will say that the jaster said that this was
the first year of tribulation.

The difference between this Maniefestation and that of Jesus
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Christ are:

lste~~ The t aching of Christ amounted to a very few pages, but
the teachings of the Manifestation awounted to twenty books,

"nd-~-:fhe teaching of the anifestation 1s greater than the teach-
king of Jesus Qhrist. For example 1f you wish to originate a religion
from the teachings of Christ you c¢ould not do it. But from the teach-
ings of the Manifestation youu can do everytning. phey include everything

3rd-- Apparently Jesus Christ was agalnst the Jews only, but the
Manifestation was against the whole universe. Jesus Christ , on account
of injusry from the Jews and there opposition, used to go from one place
to another, but that the pyanifestation stoovd before all was evident, as
He was seen by all and did :ot hide Himself, even in a little village,
At all times He saild "I aw readyl? He wrote to the King'of Persia:¥Let
all the divines and doctors of the law assemble together and discuss the
matter with Me, nd 1 am ready to prove it."

4th--At the time of Christ the greatest one of the disciples was
Peter. yet He denied llis jjaster three times, put the followers of Beha
Ullah, under the most severs torture were repeating the nawme of Beha Ul~
lah and never denied It. ¥Not only cne, 4 hundred or a thousand- but
twenty thousand followers.

5th The Cuase of Jesus Christ ex isted for three hundred years
before it becams generally knowvm; but the Cause of the “anifestation, in
the Day of the Manifestation was known all over the World.

6th-- Jesus Christ came tu establish the proof of the 0ld Testament
and this was for the Jews; consequently His opposers were few. But the
yanifestation came for all tae world, and for all religilons, andto ex-
plain all the books of these religions. Another proof was that during
the lmpr isonment of tie yanifestation, the Governor and Officials were
His humble servants. HXven His enemies were submissive to Him, because
the cause of the Manifestation is universal, and it will envefope the
world.

7th--The . Miracles which appeared through the Manifestation, the
Master did not like to mention, because they will not be proof to others.
They were only a demonstration to those who witnessed them, If theMyasip

Hiaster mentions all of these, the people will say that the idol worship-

pers attribute many wonderiul things to their idols. The hearers will
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say this is right aud this is wrong. While the miracles which actually
appeared in the time of the ,anifestation are greater than all, the _ﬂ"aatei'
does not wish +to mention them, for theM anifestation said that miracles
would be like a veil over the people, for every tilme the prootd@fg the
Word) will be so evident and clear that the people can understand them,

Sometime since soume of the people in a town in persia took
one of the bellevers and put him on a do nkey, andin this manner took
him around the City.

During all tiat time he danced for joy. mhis
is to make us understand that we should suffer martyrdom with joy.

The ,aster said the the believers did not begin to realize the
greatness of thelr station. The Blessed perfection said and the paster
says"Know the greatness of these days!®

Once the Blessed perfection slept in His own room at the Ris-
wan. Souwetimes this event occurred, and always as an act of love and
devotionAbul Kazim kept guard. On this especial night he sat down in
fro nt of the room doorand while sitting there, fell aslecp., he was
awakened by a toush on his neck and looking up he saw the Blessed Per-
fection. The Blessed pPerfection said:YAbul Kazim, you were slecping and
I wakened you“". He told Abul Kazla to follow him into the room, There
he said to Abul Kazim:"Do you see this garden? Do you pee all these
stonea? All will be destroyed, But the tiwe will come when these will
be renewed and will be fixed for all time. But the people will not be
satisfied with this, but will bring wmarble. Even this will not satisfy
them; they will bring one brick of gold and one brick off. silver., But
these stones are greater in wy eyes than any gold or sllver which the
people will bring. And in that time the people will weep and cry and
say"How great was that tiwe when Abul Kazim used to serve in this garden®

and they will beg to visit this Place".

You have all heard of our Blessed jyaster's imprisonment andxmay
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many of you, no doubt, no souething of tae circumstances. You know there
was a tiwe when we received a yight from one in tnis City, andtthat one
gave my husband and myself the Light, but today he has denied the Light,
because to deny the laster ig to deny thu!?;ntﬁaaxatinlni the Manifesta-
tion of God. They are One and 1inseparable. You must deny the Revelor'
if you deny the One into Whose hands that Revelation has been delivered,
t o proclaim and interpret @t to the people of this world. This one
you all know. We all know tie story of these past days. We all know
that we tried and begied awd pleaded to God to bring Him back to His
God. We all know that he must do one thing to come back to his God and
that is to acknowledge his Master Who is, not what he has said, but as
he is, the interpreter of wod. He can not be less than the Light which
He interprets. There 1is uneither logic/ reason, prophecy or anything in
such a position that the liaster is less thgn His appointed work. Sinee
the Master's iwprisonment the Glory has obecome greater than ever in his
face, because God is with Him, manifesting more gloriously than ever
through Him. He, as you kunow, wrote a bouk conveying His teachings as
he used to gilve them and in that book, has he houored our pyaster? Has
he recognized the Greatzsr Branch? Ilas hs recognized the Center of the
Covenant?¥ gas he recognized the Lamb who is to open the Seven seals?
This is not a personal thing, but it is a vital thing for* He that is
not with Me is against ie.. Now the book which he has written was sent
to Muhammad Al1i, in Syria, and also a letter was registered to Muhauwmad
Ali, from the author, stating in that letter that he had fulfilled all
of Muhammad Ali's instructions, These facts are known to everybody in
and about the Holy City. You can go to the believers or you can go to
the unbelievers, the Nakaseen., I saw tfive or six of them(the Naskasecn]
I wanted to see them. They are their own witnesses. They show thjeir
condition. I do not wish to talk about them in any personal manner, but
they show what a Nakaseen, what a violater of God, is.

there ig @ 1ittle house where Abul Kasim lives, and where Bans'o'llah
often went to rest and to commune.- He used to occupy a small ocsne
seal ohalr by a windew in the unper reom of the house, éinc& ip
Departure,that ohalr has baen covered with flowers, and pilarins,
coming to the Muster,Abdul-Baha, visit- by His Direction- that Holy
Garden,and boar thoge flowers away to all parts of the world.

The hour was that of noon,- golden and
calu, We sat there with thought in suspension., A great stillunous
7¢11 upon me, Love seaned vibratlng everywhere, In s frow momonts
n wesnenger entored,and in low tomes invitod us to "partake of =«
material ard & Spiritual feast.” We followed him silently passing
through an upper court which had for its roof the blue sky, and
sntered a long room,advancing a little and then involuntarily
#ausing. The floor was tiled in the Eastern fashieng; the walls

plastered and lofty-also an Eastern oustom. On one side, toward

Tuesday, Nov, 19, 1901,~ Today the body of the
world is sick, All nations are raising the banners of n
war and the illness, being very severe , needs fhe divine
Physician, This divine physician has appeared and point~
ed out the proper remedy for the world's disease, but the
ignorant doctors continue to give various inefficient rem-
edies, and therefore day by day the sickness becomes nore
dangerous, There is no way for the world to be cured of
its 11ls except through ghe divine physician, because it
is likened into a sick body, while the spiritual teachings
are likened into the remedy, it being evident that without
the spirit the body will not revive,

One of the most severe of the world's diseases
is that of contention and strife, the fire of which is
burning among all nations and cannot he removed except
through the Word of God. As this intense fire can only
be quenched by the heavenly water, therefore the faithful
followers of God must be as a banner ol peace and as a
most luminous sun of hramony and union,

In the days of Moses the people pitched the
tent of martyrdon, and in the time of Jesus Christ they
established the greatest church; but in this time the
helievers in God must raise the tent of peace, union and
concord, I hope that through the providence of God the
brilliancy of love will light all the horizons,

At the evening meal on this day, Abdul Baha
spoke as follows:

In the world of creation there is one nature
common to all things, When we studt their nature, we
perceive that they are either essentially as light or
darkness, either fruitful or unfruitful, useful or use-
less, perfect or imperfect, until we come to man, when we
find that the human essence is endowed with two natures,t
the earthly and the heavenly, heing respectively the ani-
mal and the human, the satanic and the angelie, the mani-
festation of perfection and of imperfection, the weakness
of the body and the strength of the spirit, The animal
imperfections are as darkness, while the human virtmes

are as light. If the satanic imperfection overcomes, the
darkness will prevall; but if the contrary, the perfect
~1ife will be attained, The divine Hanifestations are sent
and manifested to train the souls of men in such wise that
the divine qualities may overcome and the heavenly light
shine universally - that the virtues of humanity may be
distinguished from their vices through the confirmation of
the Spirit, and thelr spiritual qualities Become manifest,
Therefore, the righteous people are spiritual educators
and trainers, and their effective power is love,. Love is
the real magnet which attracts the hearts and souls of men,
antl consequently the purpose of the manifestations of God
is to radiate the light of love from their hearts, That
is why Jesus said, "I am love.," Thus it hecomes knowmn
that the highest human station, the chief virtue, the cause
of the greatest progress and prosperity which humanity can
attain, and the divine perfcction of the human race is
love, which is the greatest favor of the Majestic One,
This is the divine light, the eternal life, All the div-
ine manifestations and pwpphets taught this truth, and

the purpose of all of them was love, Abraham was the ser-
vant of this Cause; Jesus Christ sacrificed himself for
ity Muhammed, the ppophet, promulgated this teaching;
his highness, The Bab, lighted this candlestick; his hol=~
iness Baha'o'llah, manifested this brilliant star, This
is the original purpose, the essential part of the Cause,
the reality of the teachings of God, Therecfore, we who
are the servants of His Threshold must exert pur utmost
power, devote our lives, offer them as a ransom if neces-
sary, and give our time and all we have toc this cause, un-
ti1l this light be spread all over the world and this hril-
liant star shines from the dawning place of humanity.
Accordingly, his holiness Baha'o'llah (Glory be to Him!l),
has said, "All are fruits of one tree and leaves of one
Branch," Therefore, it behooves us ¥o ignore discord,
purify our hearts and consort with all people with fragra
rance and spirituality till fighting and quarreling, war
and dualism bhe, through the providence of God, removed
from the nations; concord and agreement be the light of
union, truthfulness and tranquility be spread among the
people, and the world of humanity become as one person,

Albeit, this matter is very great and we are
very weak and poor, but our confidence and trust is on the
strength and confirmation of God; the strength of God is
capable of changing a drop of water into a large sea,
.Through the power of God, Peter, the fisherman, was made
the rock of the Temple, and David, the shepherd, was made
a prophet, while Joseph, a prisoner, became the Governor
of Egypt, Consider how extremely weak were the disciples
of Jesus Christ; but because they gave their lives for
this Cause, they became confirmed and strengthened,
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November 2@,- Dinner, The history of the pvo-
phets who came before Abraham is not known, but it is known
of those who came after hinm,

Abraham was a prophet for his own people; Moses
was a prophet for the Israelites, and through his power
other prophets were manifested among the Israelites, Je-
sus Christ, through his spiritual power, taught a few #n
his time, though in reality there were only twelve disci-
ples, one of whom was Judas Iscariot, who bhetrayed him,
thus leaving elevn who remained with the }Master, The
greatest of these disciples was Peter, and the weakness
of even his bellef was such thatihe denied the )Master
three times, In the cycle of Muhammed, the prophet was
a forcible power, and in the cycle of Baha'o'llah (Glory
he to him}) there existed the greatest spirituality and
forbearance of oppression, The spiritual power of the
Blessed Perfection in his days was such that thousands of
people entered the Kingdom, «nd through the power of the
Word of God, more than twenty thousand, upheld by the
strength, steadfastness and firmness of their bhelief, un-
der great oppression,went tothe place of death and with
perfect happiness and joy drank {rom the:cup of martyrdom,
They were cut to pleces while uttering "0 Thou, Baha'o'llah!l"

All this occurred during his day; therefore con-
sider how great is his Cause! Compare it with that of hhe
ancient prophets,

The Blessed Perfection (Glory be to him}), in
his holy days, declared himself universally, sent notices
to queens and kings, and taught all who wished to know
the truth, To the Shah of Persia he wrote with the
greatest evidence, and the Persians as well as the differ—
ent nations, are informed of this, In his letter to the
Shah of Persia, he requested that all of the learned men-
be called together for the purpose of asking him ahout
miracles or arguments until either truthfulness or falsity
should become manifest,

Thursday, November 21,-~ Dinner, The kingdom
of God is likened unto a garden and the gardener is a
blessed Manifestation, The gardener comnes and finds the
trees unfruitful and the garden in disorder, Through
his instructions order is restored and the trees hecome
fruitful, Through the Divine Gardener, under the shadow
of God's mercy, certain souls are trained and educated,

As the garden of the world is planted and cul-~

one should enter the garden he would say, "It is not the
same 1t was formerly, it is the greatest paradise.,"

We hope that the faithful followers of God in
America will become gardeners of this paradise of El-Abha,
and the fruitful trees of this garden, Their statements
and explanations should be as Tlowing rivers and streams
so that they may give life; the fire of their love should
be as the heat and rays of the sunj; their teachings should
be like the rains of providence;- their spiritual charac=

November 21,-~ Supper, When this blessed Cause
was manifested in Persia, some of the divines and famous
learned men became believers and were martyred, The -
people murdered The Bab, thinking they had ended the

"holy Cause, They annihilated thousands of families,
plundered the goods of the believers, killed men :nd cap-—
tured women, and’children, llowever, it was found that
this had no destruoctive effect upon the Cause, but that
the flaming fire of God was kindled the more, The lamp
of God became more brilliant, waves of the sea of hounty
increased, the breeze of God grew stronger, and the
frajgrahce of the Holy Spirit bhecame more powerful; and
after imprisoning the Blessed Perfection, the government
decided® to bhanish him to Bagdady thinking that through
this banishment the root of the Cause would be destroyed,
As it took one month to go from Teheran to ¥Bagdad, it was
thought hy the people that all trace of the Cause would
be lost; on the contrary, the Cause of God became more
powerful, his words more widely spread, his proclamation
nmore generally heard and the power of his Cause the strong-
er; consequently the government decided to send the Bles~
sed Yerfection from Bagdad to Constantinople., As Con=
stantinople was a large city and as there were many Per-
gsians in the city who traveled freely, this plan also

- proved fruitless, Through the power of the Persian gov-
ernment the Blessed Perfection was then sent to Adrianople,
in Roumelia, a country very far from Persia (and a pos-
session of Turkey), Because there was no railway, there
was very.little travel by the Persians to and from Adrian-
o ple, and therefore, it was thought by the learnmed men
of Persia that the Cause of God would have no effect upon
the Persians, However, it was soon learned that these
places were not places of banishment for the Blessed
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Perfection (Glory be to him!), and it was therefore decid-
ed that he should be sent to some small place - a place
where murderers were confined, where robbers were inpris-
oned, so that this Cause would be weakened, Accordingly,
the clergy, or learned men of Persia, being hostile to
this holy Cause, so arranged that the Blessed Perfection

was sent from A&rianople (the Land of Mystery) to Acre,
Syria‘

In this prison (Acre) the flag of the Gardener
of God was raised, the greatness of the Word of God ap-
peared and the Sun of Truth shone in such « degree that
all the horizons became clear,

Praise be to Hod) The promises about the
Holv Land were fulfilled and the glad-tidings uttered
through the tongues of the prophets of God were realized,
for the enemies caused the Blessed Perfection to be sent
to the Holy Land and to have his residence in the Promis-
ed Land,

Therefore the faithful fol&owers of God must
know that calamities in the path of God will cause his
truth to become more apparent.

The crucifixion of Jesus Christ was the means of
spreading the light of the Cause of God and the martyrdom
of his disciples resulted in the eternal greatness of the
Cause, The disciples were like torches, which, though
burned by the fire of the hostility of the people, yet
they enlightened the world,

Therefore the hellevers must not be sorrwoful
for this re-=confinement and for these new calamities, but

they must be more attracted and kindled in cutting them-
selves from the world,

N¥ovember 23,~ Dinner, A certain rich man came
into the presehce of Jesus Christ abd said "0 Thou Spirit
of God, I want to be one of thy disciples," Jesus said,
"Go and follow the ten commandments," In reply the man
said, that he had known the ten commandments from his
youth and wanted to receive some new teaching, Jesus
then said, "Go to thy house and give all that thou hast
in the path of God and carry thy cross and come to be my
disciple,"

The rich man thought a little and then went away
sorrowful, The meaning of this is that each soul who
wishes to take a step in the path of God, must carry his
own cross, devote his life to God's servive, und welcome
sacrifice, He must devote himself entirely to the Cause
of God, and bear all calamitles and hardships in the love
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of the Blessed Perfection, One must consider pains en-
dured in the way of God as the mercy of God, and calami-
ties as his favors and gifts, If it were not so, every
soul would be worthy of the love of God, by which the
faithful are distinguished from the unfaithful, the truth-
ful from the untruthful, and the sincere friend and he-
liever from the hypocritical cnemy,

The believers and the friends of God as the fimpst
step in his path must devote themselves to the bearing-of
calamities and hardships, As a thirsty man asks for
water, so also must the believers ask for troubles and
misfortunes in the path of God, because troubles and cal-
amities for the love of God are great gifts, Every bhit-
ter thing in this way is sweet and every poison 1s the
means of eternal 1life,

It seens that some of the believers are sad and
sorrowful bhecause of the re~confinement of Abdul Baha,
They ruust not be sojy bpather, they must know that this is
the means of my greatest Joy and happiness; that is, my
gratitude and thankfulness, Through the bounty of God
I hope for more of these calamities, It is my desire
that T be put in a dark prison in chains, sent to the gal-

llows that my breast may be the destination of a thousand
bullets; cast into the sea, or driven into an endless
wilderness,

My hope is that the helievers nay be steadfast
after my departure; that their Tlame may ne greater and
their love more and more, Then they must he as lighted
lamps in order to brighten the horizons and camse the pro-
clamation of God to reach all people, They must spread
the divine teachings throughout the world, save the souls
of munkind from the drakness of ignorance and bring the
people of all nations into the light of guidance, Every-
one of the believers must he a star of guidance and a
lamp of the Supreme Concourse, So it will bhe,

Novemeber 24,~ Supper, In the time of the

Maniféstutions of God people were hindered mostly in two
wWayS. First the statements of the previous books were
not understood, Second the people failed to see the
pure identity of ghe emple of Body of Fhe Hanifcstation,
For instance, as to the statements of the previous books:
When Jesus.Christ was manifested, the Jews looked at the
verses of the 01ld Testament literally, outwardly, and
were hindered because they did not understand, The out-
ward meaning of the verses was the cause of their hin-
drance, For example, it is stuted in the 01d $estameny,
concerning the reign of the Messiah, that he would ascend
to the throne of David; his sceptre would be of ironj
he would spread the law of the 01d Testament; that all

nations would woship the God of the Israelites; and

that in the time of his reign, love would appear hetween
mankind and the animals, so that ferocious beasts would
become gentle, the wolf and the lamb would drink from the
same fountain, the lion and deer would graze in the same
pasture, and the birds of prey and partridges would live
in the same nest, The people took the. outward meaning

of these statements, Because Jesus was not even the:pos-—
sdssor of a mat, they did not think he could be the pos-
sessor of the throne of the kingdom, lle was oppressed a
and persecuted and rejected, le fled to the mountains
and the wilderness from the Jews who had denied him; he
was hungry, destitute and homeless, e had not even a
wooden staff; therefore, they wondered how could he be
the possessor of an iron sceptre, “e did not ascend

the throne of David, but instead was hanged upon the
crosg, - for his throne was his cross, He did not spread
the 0l1ld Testament, but he abolished 1t, O0Other nations did
not woship the God of The~Esraelites, on the contrary the
Israelites were conquered by the Romans and some of the
Jews became idolaters, ‘

In the time or cycle of Jesus cruelty and tyran=~
ny were such that the people crucified even Jesus himself,
How, then, could 1t be possible for the wolf and the lamh
to drink from the same spring,

" As ‘the people did not understand the real mean-—
ing of these stutements in the old prophecies, they could
not comprehend the Holy Book, but took the outward mean-
ing, and therfore arose to musder his holiness Jesus Christ,
crying out, "We crucify him, we crucify him," They plac~
ed a crown of thorns on his head and made him ride a dohk~
ey through the streets and bazaars, They mocked and
laughed at him, spat in his holy face, and at last shed
his pure blood,

~ In short, because the Jews did not understand
the 01d Testament they were deprived of the beauty of Je~
sus Christ, while in reality all that was stated in the
01d Yestument did happen und appear, Some expected
Christ to descend from the placeless; some expected him
from the City of Sabbath, and others expected the }Messiah
to descend from heaveny In reality Jesus did descend from
heaven, because he was a heavenly man, although he was born
from the womb of his mother Mary, That is why he said he'%
came from heaven, und that he was in heaven, as related in
the Gospel of St. John, lecausc the people did not un-
derstand the meaning of heaven, and had known him from his
birth as the child of his mother, }ary, they denied him,
saying, "We know this man, He is Jesus of Nazareth,"
and they would not believe that he had come from heaven,

These jgnorant people thought heaven was the
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endless sky, while the real meaning of heaven is the werld
of spirituality, It is possible for man to walk on earth
and at the same time be in heaven, or in the spiritual
world, The hody is from the world of possihility, hut
the spirit is from the placeless,

As to the prcphecies: One of thenm referred to
the reign of Jesus, liere reign means spiritual reign and
not rulership over a kingdom which is only a hand full of
dust, Consider that reign even to this day in the world,
Its commandrients are effective, its lamp brilliant, and
its dominion powerful, If this spiritual reign, even
in this mortal world, hias such effect, what will he its
effect in the irmeortal world?

The Jews were waiting for a “essianic reign whicl
would be like the reign of Victoria or the (ueen of Holland,
The worldly reign is for conquest and death, while the
spritual reign is for the mercy of God and eternal life,
This spiritual kingdom gives life, while the worldly
kingdom takes 1ife; the worldly kingdom destroys and is
the cause of poverty and need, because kings and queens
are in reality the poorest of pecople, while the spiritual
kingdom gives bounty and is the rmeans of eternal wealth,

As it was said the people of the 01d Yest.ment expecterd
that Yesus would have an iron sceptre, Sceptre signifies
that of a shepherd leading his Bheep. The meaning is that
the sceptre is likened unto a sword, that is to say, the
swvord of the tongue and not that of iron, because the sword
divided enemies from friends, «n't the tongue of the Son of
Reality is that kind of a sword which separates enemies
from friends, divides darkness from light and guidance from
sedition, As Isaiah the prophet in his vision stated,

"I have perceived a Lenple having eyes l@ike a flame of
fire, and having two swords in his tongue, nd his feet
were of irom."  The meaning of this is that the eye which
burns all hindrances ofveils must he of fire, and the (foot
being constant and firm in the Cause of God, rust he lik-
ened unto iron, while the tongue which divides truth from
falsehood must he likened unto a sword,

As soon as the Word of God was uttered hy the
tongue of Jesus Christ and the proclamation of His Holi-~
ness arose, truth was divided from falsehood and the peo-
ple of light were distinguished from the people of dark-—
ness, Those who accepted the truth were considered to
be the people of the Kingdom, and those who denied were
accounted as the people of darkness, Therefore the tong
gue of his holiness Jesus Christ, was like a sword, that
is, he spread the teachings of God,

The prophecies in the 01d Testament referred to
the spreading-of the law of God. the law of God meant
the spiritual teachings of God, and not the teachings
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pertaining to material things,

The law and commandments are divided into two
branches, spiritual teachings and corporeal or material
teachings, Spiritual teachings pertain to morality and
character which are the breezes of the Holy Spirit, the
life of the soul, The spiritual teachings will never bhe
aholished in any cycle, as they are the eternal law,

One of the cormmandments is the love of God, and is the
virtue that crowns the heads of the believers, This is
the original and principal teaching that Jesus Christ
spread in the world.

The teachings of Moses were effective only in
Palestine; but the splritual teachings of Jesus Christ
were spread throughout the whole world,

The material teachings, those which distinguish
lawful from unlawful things, change‘according to the exipg-
ency of the times, because circumstances and conditions
are not always the same, One of the symhols of the ap-
pearance of Jesus Christ was that the wolf and the lamb
would drink at the same fountain, the lion and the deer
would graze in the same pasture, et cetera, This means
that the splritual dominion of His Holiness would unite
all nations and tribes in harmony and love, that is to say,
nations having hostility towards each other would eat at
the same table and drink from thw same fountain or cup,
The difference hetween them is likened unto the difference
between the wolf and the lamb, This appears to be very
difficult, but through the power of the VWord of God this
friendship, harmony and agreement are produced, as is the
case in this time when we consider the affiliation and
love which now exists hetween the Americans and the Per-
sians, notwithstanding the long distance which separates
thaﬂ‘ ’

The second hindrance to the people was that the
blessed Manifestations in the day of the advent appeared
as human beings with human bodies, and subject to the
same conditions as the balance of mankind., For instance,
the people noticed that Jesus Christ was the same as all
other men as regards eating, drinking, sleeping, sick-
ness, fatigue, clothing and lodging. They said he was
one like themselves and did not understand how he could he
the Son of God. As he was a human being, a natural man,
the people wondered how he could claim to be a heavenly
man, Because he needed food, the people did not believe
he could be the manifestation of opulence, He was oblig-
od to sleep, and was a captive in the hands of the Jews,
therefore they could not believe he knew the mysteries of
the heart and was the Minister of the Kingdom. As he
was suhnmissive to the Romans they said he was not the
Manifestation of God. He was hung upon the cross amidst

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the meanest surroundings, and therefore they declared
that he was not the promised Messiah, In short, as the
people were gazing at the human temple of His Holiness
they were hindered from seeing the essence of the light
of Christ, They were like Satan who gazed at the earth-
1y body of Adam but being deprived of seeing the real
individuality, his virtues and perfections were not not-
iced, Thus it was that Satan denied Adam,

These people who are veiled and blind in the
time of the holy manifestations are the descendants of
Satan; they consider the corporeal temple, and are de-
prived of the mystery and reality of God which shines in
the hearts of the manifestations, They see the body bhub
not the spirit, and consider the chimney but not the light
of the Imap; they notice the shell, bhut not the pearlm
the thorn but not the rose; they hear the word but are
unabhle to understand the meaning; they behold the house
but are unable to see the owner, That is why they are
veiled and are not able to distinguish between the holy
manifestations and themselves, and consequently in the
time of Jesus they rejected the Christ, Therefore Jesus
Christ said he would come again in the clouds,: * HHere
clouds signify humanity, As the clouds are obhstacles or
hindrances in the way of seeing the sun, so also is the
human temple an obstacle in the way of seeing the light
which shines from the holy heart of the Sun of Reality,

December 1,~ In this greatest period there are
only two manifestations, the blessed Bab (May my soul be
a ranson to him!) and the Manifestation of the Blessed
Perfection (Glory be to him!),

We are all the servants of the threshold of Baha
and the one who serves most in his holy threshold is the
most beloved, My greatest wish and desire is submissime-
ness and servitude at his holy threshold, My name,

Abdul Laha, means the servant of God; my heart is the
Servant of Balla, and my spirit is the Servant of Baha,
and rejolces only in this nane, My purpose is love, not
only by word but by action.

The essence of all essences is love, which is
likened unto the meat of the nut, while all else is lik-
ened unto the shell or outside, YThrough the providence
of the Blessed Pepfection our spiritc must be full of the
love of God.
