Wednesday, April 13, 1904 

Whenever the heart 1s happy, the atmosphere is good, no matter 
what or where the plaoe may be. During the days of the Blessed 
Perfection, had they offered us the glories of the world we would not 
have changed them, beoause the Beloved of the world was here.And now, 
as our prison abo,de is in the path of GOD, we like it better than any 
other place in the world, as my heart is happy and at rest when I 
endure difficulties in the path of my Lord. 

People whose idea is to gain benefit from this world , endure 
great hardships, work hard and bear all sorts of troubles - even 
sometimes. too, they give up faIuly and comforts - yet at last they 
have only a material and transient blessing which is not a lasting 
reward. Another, caring for fame and the commendation of the people 
of tlle world, will risk life and limb in traveling to foreign lands, 
and even endeavor to reach the North Pole, in search of something 
which will cause the people to praise au mention him: But of what 
use is this mention and fame? In a few years Xis he is forgotten and 
his fame is Bupplanted by that of another. 

We are seeking heavenly and everlasting benefits, 'blessings and 
fame which fade not away, and for these bounties we are ready to cast 
away our lives and sacrifice everything. J?or this reason!, the a tmo­
sphere, weather, water and climate are suitable and comfortable, be­
cause we are in search of a heavenly discovery and are happy to bear 
all trials for the $ake 6f attaining our end. 

If we have a beautiful garden, with one small narrow gate and 
desire to enter therein, we will not mind the difficulties Encounter­
ed in passing the gate when we inhale t.tlefragrance of the flowers 
and Bee the beauty of the garden; for, it is the garden we desire, 
not the gate. . 

When a child is born into this wo~ld. the pain of birth is very 
severe, but this pain is a great gift to both parents and child, be­
cause through it the parents obtain a child and the child obtains the 
opportunities of living and gaining knowledge in this spacious world o 

Wherefore. the trouble one has in severing his heart from this 
world is a great blessing in reality; but as a newly hatched bird has 
difficulty at first in accomplishing its flight and after a little 
practice finds it easier to soar aloft into the regions of light, 
leaving the earth and all its hardships far below, so man must be. 

For example, the saints of GOD could never have attained saint­
ship had they not suffered and been tried, even unto death, in this 
world.

He has created 
his condition to be eli'vine .. and his real happines8 , cheerfulness. 
we~lth, dominion and power, must all be of divine origin, and if he 
will turn always to the Kingdom he will be 1n happiness and content­
ment . Yan erroneously thinks his happiness comes from the world 
and for that reason he is always unhappy a.nd in difficulty. Jj'or ex­
ample .. a man in poverty thinks if he were ~ioh, he would, be happy, 
bu't, after attaining wea.l th he still , finds himself unhappy and often 
in ,the very depths of, sadness. Therefore, man thinks hie happiness 
is ,1' rom thi s world and, \Yhe. tit oontains, \mi le GOD has crea. ted him 
in suoh manner that his ha.ppiness must come from the Kingdom; that 
is, he must find joy ilaom the spiritua.l world. I have been in prison 
and chains, and was never happier than at t.hs.t time:l 'because m know 
no happiness oan COnle to lne from any.thing this world has to offer.

Divine favor, like the sun, a~pears from different dawning 

places. In the early days the prophets were the dawning :)laces

There were people, who ,when the 'i,un appeared, knew Him by His 

x'C;lcliance, by His favors, and by His l:'ay~}; these were the lovers

of light, not the lovers of the rising places of the Sun, and 

they knew the Sun in His reality because they were not attracted 

to the dawning places. These people have always attained. 

Others looked at the.Jdawning point only, and did not per-

ceive that the Sun changed place. For instance, the Jews always 

looked toward.

so they were veiled. There \vere others whoK were lovers of the

It was because the ~ews did ~ot understand the Old Testament. 

In the Bible Christ was promised according to signs, and the ~ 

Jews did not recognize the signs. They did not understand the 

verses, fob they took only their literal meaning; consequentlYJ 

they were deprived of an appreciation of the Beauty of Christ. 

Fay' instance, they were expecting the coming of Christ wi th 

sovereignty; they expected Him to have such power that He should 

overcome East and West; He should rule wi th a rod of ir'on in His 

hand, and promote and fulfil the law of Moses. He was to come 

in such a manner that all nations would be gathered at Zion 

worshipping the God of 1srElel. Wolf and lamb should drink at the 

same fountain; deer and 'lion should feed together; eagle and 

partridge should live in the same nest; mouse and serpent should 

be in the sma same hole. ' These were the signs. 

At the time of His appearance not only did the people fail

to see Him as a sovereign, but He did not possess even a span of 

ground: He had no sword, not even a stick. He did not promulgate 

t:ne law of lIoses; on the contrary, He broke the -Sabbath. Not 

only did He fail to ascend the throne of David,but He had not 

even a mat on which to lie., Not only did justice fail to reign, 

but cruelty was spread to such a degree that He Himself was 

crucified. It xi is not surprising that people said He was a 

liar and a false Messiah. 

Notilithstanding: all ' this, ,in truth Christ had sovereignty;
