September 25th, 1~18. 
Dear Mise Hiscox: 

I have returned. from the Front. The ~aster is well and being 
fully protected and looked atter by the lJritiah military authorities. 
I arranged for funds and reliet stores to reach him and sha.ll go to 
Haifa directly I can get away again. I have cabled London and seen 
Yazdi. Please inform the Cairo friendj. In great haste,

Capt. W. Tudor-Pole is an old English Bahai and he entertained 
Abdul Baha at his home in England. )Ie joined the forces in. Palestine, 
was wounded last December during the attack preceding the capture of 
Jerusillemt was sent to a hospital in Cairo. Atter re-covery, he was 
given a very important position here in Cairo at General Headquarters) 
at the head of the O.E.T.A. (1jbrhrirt Occupied Enemy Territory Admin­
istration), which has necessitated his taking frequent trips to Jeru­
salem. He was able to do a great deal to interest the Foreign Office a 
London and Gen. Allenby here at Headquarters in Abdul Baha and follow­
ers) and complete protection for them was authorized by the mil.i tary 
of:t"icials be:t"ore the attack on Haifa. Capt. Tudor-Pole has sent on 
200 lbs., $1000, to Abdu1 Baha and ordered fo od sent OIl. He has also 
written to him that any time he would. like to leave Haifa, and come 
to wgypt he (Mr. Tudor-Pole) will make all necessary arrangements to 
have him brought here. He has sent on a friend and junior of.f icer, 
\'Vhom I also know and who is much in terested in tfie J3ahai Teachings J 

to remain permanently at the Military Office at . Haif'a and he will see 
Abdul :Baha. frequently and. look out for his welfare and co:mfort. Mir~a 
Mohamed Talci (one of the old Persiall :Babaia of Cairo) has sent 50 
pounds l $250, and many 0 f us have Bent 1e tters to Abdul :Balla thrOUgh 
Mr. Tuaor-Pole. We know that you have 211 rejoiced in .Amel~ica to 
read in the papers of the capture of Haifa an.d Accaby the :Bri tish. 
Capt. Tudor-Pole got transferred (last year) from his regiment in Eng­
land to the Pa1estine. forces in order that he might be of serv ice to 
Abdul :Baha. He has indeed been of the greatest service! I feel he 
was sent by God. Notify all other Bahai centere. IJet me know if this 
re~ohee you in safety.

Capt .. Tudor-Pole has just reoeived a messa.ge from Col. Storras n.ow 
Military Governor of .Jerusalem, who had just returned from a t;ip to 
Haifa " where he saw' Abdul Ba.ha, and gave him the money sent by J'..c. 
Tudor-Pole. Abdul Baha is very well and all the family and have had 
plenty of :t"ood to eat - not luxuries of course - but they have not· 
suffered in that part of the cour! try from lack of necessary food. 
Abdul Eaha said he did not need the money for hinwelf, but he accepted

it to give to the poor. He sent greetings and love to all. He wishes 
to remain at Haifa for the present. Esfare the war, Col. storrs was 
Oriental secretary at the British Residency in Cairo. he studied Arabic 
for a long time with our Bahai Brother Hussein Rouhy, and he saw a 
great deal of Abdul Baha when the latter was in Egypt, drove him out 
to the pyramids in hie automobile, etc. So it was a mutual pleasure 
for t hem to meet now at Haifa after tljl.8ae ICIng years of warfare rmd.
