The steamer will depart tolmorrow morning carcying away these
birds of t:e Rose garden of Sgnoetity. On the way they will
stop in many eities, wlll enter many Bakgi Assenmblies, and will
refresh many old and new kearts with the spoken Words of the
Beloved, as well as give the news goncerning this Holy Spot.

This morning the Beloved received the above six
splendid men, and filled them with the vibrant spirit of
action and.a yearning to proslaim, more than ever, the
Messagze of the Kingdoms?

Very early 1n the morning we were up to bid ou
pilgrims who were goling ito depart & loving farewell. They
were s2d, of course, but who would not be sad to leave tais
Holy Spot. IT someone brings we the word that the Beloved
will send me away I will be almost beside uyself with grief.
For this rezson I sympathize keenly with these men who-adore
and love the Master, 1In taeir coumpany I descended tke
mountain till we reached the mouse of ABDUL BAHA.  Here we
waited, the pilgrims koping to meet onee more thelr Xing.
Already {heir eyes were filled witk tears. After a few
minutes they were given the last and memoreble privilege.
Tea was served to them, but thkeir minds and aearis were not
here, Ihey were thinking and weeplng over the separation:

*Do nol weep®, He told them, the Lord is your
ecmfort. The Glory of the XKing of Kings shall rest upon
youl Abide eternally in the realm of joy and fragrance.
Now return to your respective homes impelled by these eplrit-—

ual stimuli, - Quicken the souls with the Power of the Holy
Spirit, Do not scatter your thoughts, rather goneenirate them
around the Vieion Splendid. Be ever condueive to unity

and harmony, Do not let tkhis opportunity slip out of your
fingers., The core’of Truth is Unity§  Work for it. Let
not your steps faltex. work for ilhe Qmuse of Unity. Mare
shal your intellectual and moral forces on the side of Unitiy.

In the afternoon there was a very larze ueeting in
the house of the Reloved, The central hall, which is very
large, was used for thls purpose. All arcund the believers
were sitting on chairs, 1In the center there was a large
table decorated with flowers and laden with juley oranges.
Twe large samovars with tea things were set on another table.
Ehosro, Basheer and Esmail Aga were dispensing tea generously.
Round and round the tea oups went, ithe bhelievers drinking
thely frazrant oontents. The different hesdgears and
verlous colored oriental germents of these representastive
Bahals were most vioturesque. Who is not stirred to the
very depths of his heart once he looks 2t such a marvelous
geene of unity and good fellowship vetween so many different
seligions and races?

- He was most sincere, most straight-
forward., He had not the least hypoerisy or deceit in his
nature, He has left behind wonderful iiterary treaces, which
are uiequalled and peerless. = All his works and writings go
to prove the validity of this Blessed Cause. Hig tongue and
nis ypen, his thoughts and idesls, were all engsged in estab—
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lisring the authenticity of this glorious Movement, He
had so arranged the Trogram of his daily work that fron
morning till noon he was oc¢oupisd with his writing and did
not receive any person, but in the afternoon he welconed
anyone who cared to call on hin. :

Generally the Western women nhave many questions to
ask, often most trying to one's patience.

Finally, when he realized that they were not
going away he called out to them in:English: $AD1Y Pazl
not nerel Abul Fazl not here.}’ The situation was so
funny to the ladies thet they burst out into loud laughter,
and Mirga, hearing thew lsugh, started to laugh hiuself,

His face was radiant, his heart luminpus, snd nis
mind enlightened. The W19aon of God is 1nserutable and
unsearchable, One reroins awe struck at the majesty of
His gomprenhension. Although thesei souls are like divine
antidotes, yet in His nrofound Knowledge He deems it sdvis-

able to ta&e them away. It is self evic:nt *het this was
his nichest aspiration and tre ultiiate dezree of existence.
This death was everlasting life and' the wost eninent
Bestowal. There is no greater Bounty destined for wan than
this freedow from tiie mortal world;  bhut from a natursl
standpoint those who had assocligted with him and loved him
and sre left Lehind feel sad and grief stricken.

He was = serious, earnest man. He was cordial
and affectionste. Thnere was nothing trifling or trivial
gbout hii. He jupressed everyone who czue 1n contact
with him with his sizple nobility and true kingship,  His
rresence and words were invigorating. IT he expressed
Publiecly his love for some psriiculay hereon, in his hesyt
lie loved hin wore; it nhe euloglzed hin, in hig hesrt he
Przised hin more; 1f he was attracted to him, in his heart
he was wmore deeply attraoted to him. He was fervent and
zeglous, If he was displeased with s werson he could not
hold econversatlon with him.  The vexy thought of hli would
ake hin shake.

Once one oi' the Pasghas in Exyont oxpressed o desire
to meet him becazuse he had hesrd his name and faze. He
declined most emphatically to receive him. The men who
had come speciglly to arrange the interview at last asked
him: Fuirga, what is the reason that vou do not receive
the Peshat! He answered: $T do not like him, No
doub¥ this desire on his vnart to meet me is not based on
chrnestness, sineerity, and the search after Truth, because



if he were uwincere God would have denosited in ny heart his
love, In short, let it be what it may, as I cannot re~

The almond trees are sagzlow with white and pink
blossoms, How besutiful they are in this season of the
year on the Hountain of God. The first thing that greets
ne every morning as I look out of my window are the blooming
aluond trees, some as white as snow, .others blushing urder
a faint color of rose and pink., As I descend the Mountsin
I see imore of theun clad in their pure innocent ereational
robes. In one particulay garden the trees with their
delicate white children have pushed thelr heads beyond the
linits set for them, and f¥¥m a besutiful arch of itriumph
over the road through whigh we pass daily, and under which
arch I always stop or sit a dew mimutes, musings How
unrezlizable are the Favors of God in thus qlqolaylng all .
around us the irrldescent splendors of nature, and nlacing
in our hearts the yoithful hoype &nd dreams of divine
springtiae.

This morning about fifteen of the pilgrinms lef4
for Acca, headed by Mirza Jalal, to visit the Holy Tomb of
BAHA'Q'LLAH, and when they returned "in the evening they
were happy ana peacefuls.  They had worshipved at the
Divirne Threshold and prrayed in behslf of their brithers and
sisters in Persia. When 1 looked into their fzces I felt
the glow of their enthusiasm and their willing self sacrifice.
These are true Bahais, every day of thelr lives is a glorious
anthem, a celestial eplo, inimitsble, surpassingly excellent
and spiritually dedicated to thne service of their fellowwen.

Tne Rose of the Kingdom wag walking this morning
through the beds of the garden, a number of the pllgrims
‘were standing in His Presence at a distarnce. He stopved
before a rose bush with large plnk roses, its petals con~
taining the shining drops of an early shower. He stooped
and inhaled its fragrancel

Today you see the sandhills
gathered here; atiminngghiltherentd}sirieeta:faploused
wihdstern,. shdclet Fomorrow all the hills are transplanted
miles and miles away. The hills of weallh ave likewise «
subject to such sudden and instantaneous transferences,
leaving one in g complete wreck und showering her gifts for
the time being on a nev favorite son. Wealth is cepricious,
wayward, flckle and whimslcal, and loves to disport in a
cold blooded manner with her long trailn of suitors. A
business man mist be satisfied with & limited swoount of
suceess, If he goes beyond the danger mark he will bring
upon himself either complete ruin or inviie the displeasure
of the public for his greed and rapacity, which 1s ecuelly
ruinous, if not to his fortune, to hnis character.

A rill with & steady Tlow of water and contentment
gonstitute inexhasustible wealtl. Yeare and years ago there
lived a Bahel by the name of Ostad Esmael. His home con-
gisted of a2 grotto there on the slope .of Mount Carmel.

He nhsd a little box in whieh he kept needles, pins, ithimbles,
threads, coubs, eto. He would lesve nig 2x0tlo every nosll—
ing and come to town. In verious nousges ne had a few cus—
somers who bought from him his zather inconspleuous wares,
As soon as he observed tist he had clésred a pissirez (about
geven cenis) profit on his szles, he would stop doing any
more business. Then, returning to nis delightful grotto

he would place the kettle on the Tire, prepare his tea znd
drink one cup after another while enjoying the naichless

D -nerama spresding its green watery wings before his vision,
Supremely contented, ne lived from d4ay to d2y and never
coveted more than a piastrez Tor his sustenance, and God
browvided it for him, How satisfied, a2t ease, and comfor-
tebie he wasd  This, in the face of the faet that ne was

a wenlthy man in Perslia before he was banished out of the
country. He was an archlitect in the' service of PFarrokh
¥han, a governor of one of the provinces of Persia. Little
by little it was rumored around thet Ostad Bsuael is a3
Banhsl, and the ¥ullahs did their hest to arrest and do

awav with hin, When the governcr heard asbout this secret
Plan he sent for him and said; 11 cannot protect thee

any longer. The wolves are after thee and thy life is in
danger. Thou must leave the city without delay.®  Then

ne murriecly left the eity and arrived in Bagdzd after a
long and srduous Jjourney across the desert abd mountszins.
Wnen he came t0 us he did not possess a cent but e had a
»adiignt heart, an illumined aind, and =10 enkindled spizit.
Ho glweys expressed the highest zratitude to his enemies
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in thus driving him awsy from his nstive town to his Beloved,
the Blessed rerfestion. He was overfiovwing with exhilara—
tion. -He had & faitnful wife to whom he was very imeh
attaehed, After some time his wife'ls brothey czue to
Bagdad, and waer the Tfalese pretense of taking hie sislex
to Persiag so that she might see her varents and relatives,
he took her away from Ostad Esiael.

Let me whisper into vour ears s charming stoxry
that I shall ever treasure in the hall of my dreanms and the
s:eret ohaumber of my heart. It was related to me late
tonight by the Angel of the Mountain of Bod, Mirza Meydax
Ali, Quietly he opened my door to my room and entered,

*7 have a message for thee," he announced.

*From whom?" I asked, YFrom the Holy Mother, or, in other
words, the blessed wife of the Zeloved." "Ohl I am most
honoved indeed," what might the nature of this message bet"

I questioned niuw. *3he sends you ner Bahai greeting and
salutation. She ca’led me vesterday, and saids ftell
Mirzs Ahmad Sohrad that up to this time I could not recall
the history of his family in Bsphahan' (she is a native of

Esphahan), *but now, having thought it over carefully, I

remember very distinetly that I taught his grandmother.

We used to have a devotional weekly meeting for women, where
many of us gathered together and read Tablets and Communes,
In one of these meetings his grandmother was present and
listened with eagerness to every word. The spiritusal

wine was so strong that it intoxicated ner, and the Power

of the Words was such that she fell unconse¢ious on the floor,
Whenl we brought her back to her wakeful condition she asked:
Who is the author of these Writings which were read? Then
I told her about the history of the Cause and its clains,
and immediately she became a believer. Bver afterward I
associated and conversed with her all the tine, Y¥Yow, for
the sake of this ancient friendship he must let us know,

any time, of anything he deeires or wishes for, and it will
be attended to without delay.'"

If ‘someone had given we all the riches in the
world I could not be any harpier., Just thinkl to have
the blessed wife of ABDUL BAHA zs the teacher of your grand—
mother, Oh, I wept tears of joy., Mo wonder her grandson
loved her always tenderly, so wistfully.

How hadpy she would have become were she living
todsy to see her grandson working at ihe Spiritual Threshold
of the Eing of Kings, Whose blessed consort taught her the
Xnowledge of this Revelation in her girlhood, This was
indeed the most gorgeous gift that the blessed wife could
send me, for as far as I am concerned I yoarn for nothing
cise but the good pleasure of ABDUL BAHA, One loving
glance from Kim is more appreciated than all the materisl
presents of the world. This 1s the prioceless jewel of the
¥ingdom of Abha, the light that sets aglow every heart, and
the tree that producss Tmch fruits, Now I ever pray that
I mey become worthy of the asvpirations of wy grandmother,
for she gave up her rest and coufort to train and educate
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me during the period of my ¢hildhood. ;| My intense attachment
to her was pesponded by her in equal ratio. She was &
nodble womsan,.

Today our four Jewish pilgrims departed for Jeru-
salem, T*hey will stay there a few days and then return to
their native city in Persia. At one time there were so
nany Jewlsh Bshais in the Pilgrims Home that ten of then
slept in the room where I sleep. I can testify to thefdr
intense love and devotion to the Oause. Their sineerity
is unquestioned, and thelr beautiful lives exemplary. The
Master loves them exceedingly and 'a s showered His blessings
upon them repeatedly. I had also grown to love and admire
their gemiine qualities, and it was very difficult to see
thels depart, but their luminoue faces and their fiery faith
will never be erased from the tablet of my heart.

Another bpeliever by the nhame Moharmed arrived today
from Kerman. He was weeping like a chiid when his feet’
touched the ground of the gardsn of the Beloved. He knelt
and praised the Lord. He hes been four months on the way

stopping about 33 days 1in Bowmbay, where he met Doctor and
Mrs,. Getsinger. '

About two hours in the first part of the uorning
the liaster spent in the garden tslking with the believers,
and caressing two children belonging to one of the pilgrims.
He asked xirga Hedi to go inte the house and bring for them
gome bonbonse He kept both of them oh His lap for a long
time speaking with them tender words of light and love.

in the afternoon Mirza Heydar Ali descended the
Mountain, and in the houde of Aga Bayad Yahya Mr. and Mrs.
Holbach listened to the contimuation of his narrative with
great interest, and to the rich events of his life, While
I was translating, the Beloved sent for me and gawe me about
gixty agate stones of the Greatest Name to be sent to a
number of believers in America and GeYnany.

In the evening a2ll the believers gathered in the
blessed home, and the Mastér delivered an eloguent talk on
the lack of the spipituality of a section of mankind and the
materialistic ideas which are eweeping over the earth.

Gernan flags
and buntings are afloat from every housetop and in front of
every door, This morning the Master sent me to pay a
vigit in His behal€ on Mr. and Mrs., Holbach, When I
arrived at the hotel I observed the people there having a
feast, Trere were a munber of young glrls who were singing
German songs, and the German consul in full uniform was
there.

Gladly and painstakingly he works all day, lays
the orange and lemon irees there, plants the seeds here,
When the Beloved left Haifa for America the present lovely
garden did not exist, but now it is & dear spot of calm
beauty tnrough the joyful labor of Ismsel Aga.

In the evening we had a large meeting. The
Beloved was in His best mood of triumph and happiness.
He gave a long and glorious Tslk, enunciating seven of the
Prineiples of the Zlessed Perfection, and explained the
manner in which He gave His lectures in the West, because
He said the Proofs which the Oriental +teachers are or were
spreading the Cause could not have any weight with an
Occidental skeptical, often irreligious audience.  They
desired to hear rationel and logical proofs and not tradi-
tional or scriptursl proofs, Therefore, He had to raise
the standard of teaching to the unark deumanded by the people
of Burope and Amerioca, and thus enumerate the humanitsrian
teachings of the Movement, the benefit of which could not
be denied even by a materialist,
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He said that He is beginning to recgover from His
fatigue, that He is sleeping well and His health has
improved greatly., He praised the accommnodations afforded
by the Amerlcan railroad, its fast and express trains, and
how the lohg distances are covered with the highest speed.
He oontrasted His journey from Boston to ¢alifornia to the
rather arduous journey from Bagdad to Samson st the time
BAHA'O!LLAH was exiled from the former city. It took then
sixty stages with oaravan; the roads.were often infested
with robbers, they could get no food for the animals, and
the gighways were sometimes extremely muddy and again
passed through narrow defiies and high mountains. 1t was
indeed indescribably daifficult, but now it is comparatively
easy to travel around the world and serve the Csuse,

Then He said:l

#G0d has prepared for us all  the convenieni ways

of voyage, 80 that we may travel far and wide and spread

the Cause. The American coivilization has done much to-
ward the progress and upbuilding of the world. #od has
turned Eis special Glarces toward America, and has encircled
that eontinent with His particular Favors. Day by day it
is progressing. Truly, I say it is worhty of this blessed
Cause, Indeed it nerits to be the herald of this Glad
Tidings.  There mist needs be many Persian teachers in
America who have mastered well the intricscies of the
English language, If a number of Persian teachers who are

endowed with eloquent tonpues knew the English language and
traveled to those parts they oould attract many souls to the
gause, For example, if Mirza Abul Fazl had known English
his influence in the west would have been a humdredfold.”

Phe Persian pilgrims were most happy to hear
from His own lips the exposition of those divine Princinles
which were given by Him in the ohurches and meetings of
America and Europe.

They have been staying quite g
long tima,two of them nearly 50 daye, adding daily to their
treasures of Teachings and Talks. Mirza Jalal Ahmad Off
kept & beautiful diary, recording the events of the days
most suceinetly and always embodying the Addresses, the
remarizs of the Master, Last nignht the pilgrims had a
lovely conversation with Mr, and Mrs. Holbach in the
garden of the Beloved, They were most impressed by and
elated over the meeting of our Western Neahedrés und will
carry back to their homes pleasant memories of these unique
snd spirituzl days. :

As they were going to embark at 4 o'clock p. m.
the Beloved sent for them esrly. While we were sitting in
His Presence g& Turkish gentleman came in and engaged Him in
a lively conversation, First He talked about the sSuffra~
gettes of London, and then the Suffragists of Anerica.

The Master was witty and full of humor, and as He talked
in Turkish our departing pilgrime enjoyed every word He
said, Bea was served twice and when this stranger left
the Beloved was going to speak to us, when word was brought
in that the Judge of the fourt of Haifa, who has been
promoted to the Court of Damascus, desired to meet the
Master. He entered the room, and for another half hour
we were all silunt listeners, enjoying of course more than
any deseription I can give, the quick motions, the lsugh
und the versatility of the Beloved in talking with this
famous judge about the fine and infihite detgils of
Hohammedan laws and jurisprudence, with berfect ease and
real elogquence, At times the Master makes one suprenmely
happy, because He irradiates happiness unconsciously to sll
those who are around him, When gt last this judge left us,
ths Master had time to talk to His departing pilgrias,

All of them were weeping and unhappy over the departure,
After a few minutes of silence which fiiled the room, with
His quiet majestio spirit, He said::

*prygise be to Godd that you have come to this
divine svot snd have visited the Holy Threshold of BAHATO!'LLAH,
and were privileged to visit the Blessed Toub of His Holiness
the BAB, When you arrived here my physical healih was not
stronge. The long journey had exnsusted the vitality of my
nerves and limbs and Iwas very much fatigued. But
through the Bounty and Favox of the Blessed Perfection ¥ am
feeling well, Whereas formerly I had insomnia, now I can
sleep better, Having rested for awhile, I shall ere long
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be oocoupied and will correspond withall the friends.

Now that you zre returning to your respective
homes you mst be like unto ignited cendles and set sglow
the rearts of gll the bellevers, now like unto g coapany of
tuneful birds you must sing eveyy melody. I hsve done ny
part, I have sung my songs and have played almost every
tune. Now it is your turn. For awhile I mmst sit silent,
ever straining my ears to hear your anthews of praise. 1
love to listen to your spiritual symphonies and divine
harmonies, ever flying upward and filling the world with
goothing rmusic of peace and consolation, God willing, you
will fulfillmy eager expectations, Oh! I am sure you will
not disappoint me. The Confirmations of the Kingdom shall
dsscend upon youw, asni the Supreme Reinforcement shall sur~
round you. Resi ye assured, lel your hearts abide in
peuace, I ever expect to neceive cheering news from you.
May you become the cause of the happiness of the hesarts of
the believers. Hay all the friends become glad, rejoiced
and grateful through your meeting and wrile me that these
pilgrims who vassed through our cities were so enkindledq,

so attracted, so elogquent and so willing to serve thelr
fellownment :

In short, God willing, may every one of you as
you leave this Holy Land become a herald of the Cause, a
harbinger of the establishment of the Kingdom. May each
one of you shine upon each city through which you p#ss, as
a radiant star, Thie ig the Day wherein whomsoever sarnises
to spread the Csuse of God, the Cohorts of the Suprene
Concourse will assist him, ‘Today ihe magnet of sonirttusl
gonfirmation is teaching the Cause, Although the Threshold
of the Blessed Perfection was my hegrt, my spirit and the
haopiness of wy soul, vet, notwithstanding this, I left
everything and traveled round the world proclesiming at the
top of my voiee the Glad Tidings of the Kingdom of Abha,
¥o afalr today is aa confirmed as that of the promilgation
of the Prineiples of this (zuse. As much =8 they can the

believers of God must occupy their time in conveying the
Message. .

taking. :

In the evening the Master was invited to the
house of the Mufti, He was giving an offiecial dinner in
honor »f the Governor General (9all) of Dammascus, who has
just arrived. The Motasarraf of Acca, the Gaserinsgaem of
. ‘Badfs and a number of other Turkisg officials were present.

- The Master atiended the dirnner all slone, so none
of us cean report, even in outline, His conversation with
these important personages,

In the morning He was out in the garden walking and
addizdng the flowers when three Effendi arrived. Chairs
were offered them and they dat down.  Under t the warmth
of the rays of the sun the Beloved talked on loecal affairs,
about the things they are familiar with. Then He entered
the house and delivered into my hands a heavy envelope
containing letters from our American friends. Those who
are devoted to the Cause think not of themselves, but ever
strive to win the good pleasure of tre Lord of Love,

Tney will sacrifice their lives in order to ga2in His avpro-~
val, Detached and severed from gll else they will walk in
the path of service they hawe chosen aid carry their cross
willingly, consgious of the fact that the law of justice alid
t{muth shall finally prevail,

Dear Priends:

The pure air on the Mountain of God is filled

with the delicate fragrance of almond blossoms, Many a
large tree is so completely clothed with this white garument
of nature that tihe trunk and the branches are hardly visible.
I often stand a long time berfore one of these white or pink
trees admiring the handiwork of the Divine Creator. Just
outside of my "nest* there are several.such wonierful trees,
and meny varieties of wild flowers have carpeted the fields.
A1l srounfi my nest these yellow, red, pink and white and
vidlet flowers have grown in great asbundance, and my joy
in lookinz at ¢hem knows no bound. In a day or two I anm
going to decorate my roam with big branches of the almond
blossoms, and fill s few jars with these charming wild
flowers. I do not believe there is any man or woman alive
who 3does not love flowers, Plowers convey to us the nhe
gpoken message of innocent love and pure affestion. Their
language is spiritual and only understood by those who love
and tenderly care for them, Flowers are the dellcately
shaded stars of the fields and the gardeus. Just as
there sre countless stars scintillating this very night in
yon blue vauly, diffusing their radiance through the immess~
urable spaoe, likewise these lovely flowers are subellishing
the mountain, purifying the heart of the beholder and
raising his imndane thoughts to the sphere of beauty.
Never was there a more perfect landscape gardener than God
Himself. ¥lowers are the thomgghts of God, with this
difference of course, that the natural flowers perish, dut
the Divine Ideas are indescruciible, The more refined,
cultured and putrified the nature, the greater still will be
the love for flowers. The language of flowers is universal,

and 1s understoof by high and low, rich and poor, learned
and ignorant. : '

When I descended the Mountain this morning I heard
the Master was out but that He had sent for me. Mr. and
Mrs, Holbach had already had an interview with Him and wene
walting in the reception room to see me, For more than an
hour we talked uninterruptedly on matters which would further
the progress of the Csuse and make the Teachings more
accesgible to the publie, At the end of that time the
Governor General of Syria was announced, and we had to retire
from the room. With the Governor was his staff. After a
few minutes the Master arrived, and He entertained these
people for about half an hour, When the Governor left
ABDUL BAHA ocalled me in and spoke for a few minutes to an
Arab lawyer who was present. As this lswyer had composed &
poemen few weeks ago the Master put in his hand a small
Plece of paper containing a few pieces of gold, and being
very tired He went into the anteroom. .



In the afternoon while I was -gsitting in front of
my taeble writing I could look down and see ABDUL BAHA so

plainly geoming out of the house, A nurmber of believers were
standing in the garden as He entered the landesu with Foroughi

and his son and was driven away. On His return, as this
was the night of the meeting, He excused Hinself for not
being able to be present. He was again invited by Khaleel
Pashs to 2 dinner given in honos of the Governor General
gnd the officials of the town.

The other day I received = note from Mr, Atwood
of Ramleh containing a letter written by Rev, C. J. Street
M., A.,L. L, D,, of sheffield, Bngland, le is a Unitarian
minister, and for the months of October and November, 1913,
he has been giving a number of lectures on the great reli-
gions of the world, including the Bshal Movement, Part of
his letter may be of interest to our friends, He says:

*Partioulerly I was interested 1in your personal
allusion to Abdul Bahs, for whom I have a very high admira-
tion. Recently I have been giving a series of Junday
vvening addresses on %Paiths of the worla®, and the last I
spoke of was Bahaiam, the study of which is a great joy to
Nee I have high hopes of the good which this beautiful
faith 1is going to do for the world. Miss Matthew, of whom
you wrote, was mich disappointed because I did not find it
necessary to give up my Undtarian faith to become a Bahai,
but I told her we were both pPreaching the same truth. o o
1 am glad you see so much of Abdul Baha, and think it 'is a
great privilege you enjoy. Some day his name will be
enrolled among the greatest of honored names, perhaps even
higher than Baha!(0'llah, whom he hiuself venerates and
extols, Nothing would please me better than to receive a
Taklet from him, but that is probably too imch to expect,
and I have always been too modest to write and ask him fora
message. But if you have an opportunity give him my love
and profound esteem, and tell him I proclaim him from a
Unitaprian Christian pulpit one of the greatest prophets of
mankind.*

Several letters from Mrs, Siaunard outline the
splendid Bahal work she has done in Karachi. Her leotures
a2t the PTheistio League Conference were yublished in thelr
entirety in the daily press, and mush publioity work is being
accomplisned. She is now back in Bombay. Mrs., Betsin-
ger's letters announce her recovery fron a severe attack of
illnesx, and her departure for Surat. In a letter just
redeived Mrs. Stannard says:

*I shall go off to Calcutta next month and do some
preparatory work there. '~ Also I have been asked to go to
Madrsas. The enclosed Printed article will enable you to
see the sort of prospects for the great Bahal opportunities
coiming uy next year. If the Master thinks He would come
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to Indla by then, there will be hosts: of people to meet
Him, and He would be the crowning glory of the World's
Conference, Doetor Sunderland told me efforts would be
made to get very ilmportant people to come to speak at these
three (Jongresces. ¢ o » » The Xarachi visit has been
most useful and bdrougnt we in contast with many nice
people. ., . . The Brahmo-Somaj are very kind to us,
and will be always the beet help in Indis. Rev, Promotho
Sen of Calountte says he wishes I was there now, as they are
having a big time for amniversary Festival of thelir religion,*

Our English friends are no doubt very happy to
have such an active worker in the field of labor, Our
prayers follow her no matier where she goes. May she
bedome confirmed with more and more glorious services in
the Kingdom of Abhs. o

It was a long wonderful message, which will
no doubt appear in its colunns, Mrs. Holbach, who was the
channel through which this messgqge was sent, was delighted
with its pregnant contents, and unquestionablt it w.rl
agitate public opinion in favoe of such a greatl Assemblage
of the Rerresehtatives of s8ll the Religions of the World.

Then bidding farewell to them the Master left{ the
house to call on g nuaber of citizens, He was out for an
hour or two, and when ¥e returned we were in the garden.

He turned towgrd me and saidd

*How art thou? Art thou feeling well? I heard
that the other day thou wert indispvosed, thoun must take csre
of thyself, lest thou mayst catch cold. Ta. e care of
thyself, Thou hgst sueh wotk ahesd, thls is not the
time for sickness.¥

Before noon the members of the Holy Pamily called
on the members of the famlly of the Governor General of De-~
mascus, and in the evening the Beloved entertained him and
a humber of his staff and officlais oi the town, There
were 12 men sitting around the table, and thre range of sub-
jeecte dtgoussed was varied and infinite, ifver dinner, they
carie into the reception room and steyed until midnight.

They were charmed with His explanations and interesting talk.
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It is marwvellous to see how humble these great and influen-
tial men of the Turkish Empire are in His Presence, drinking
the Water of His Enowledge, and listening to His Words of
Wisdom, The iwpression that they carry away from here
will be most beneficial to the Cause, for they are the

moulders: of publie opinion, and the great channels of the
officisl 13fe of the country. :

The following is the message to the Christian
gomnonwealths:

*I have read in sz recent number of the Christian
Commonwealth that there will bte held & World ¢onference of
Faith and Order, at which delegates of gll Christiszn denoim—
inations shall De present. This news gave me great joy
and satisfaction, inasmuch as every movement which tends to
bring about even the partial unity of humanity is praise~
worthy and comunendable, However, were it possible {0 bring
about those idesal forces which shall .ieke the realization
of a World Confervence of Religions, it shall yield immensely
greater results %o ithe human ract, For every particular
Movewent is derived from human policies and conventions;
on the other hand, every Divine lovement is an effulgence
of the Holy Spirit of the Almighty. ¢onsequently, it is
nore profitable if the scholars and thinkers of thiis great
century, the wise men and philosophers of our time, under=-
take the organizgtion of an Universal Congress of the
Religions of the World, to bring about the fraternity and
solidarity of the various Palths of mankind. This is the
greatest need, the most pressing and urgent need of the day,
For this century is the Century of Light; this Cycle is the
Cycle of Service; this period is the vreriod of Reality.

Thus through the wise deliberation of such an
sugust Assemblage the Religions of the Werld may abandon
all those doctrines which are mere dogmas and traditions,
and retain only what is absolute ang fundamental,. In this
manner they shall discover that the object of all the past
religions has been no other than the inculcst.on of Reality,
and Absolute Reality is never susceptible of multizlicity
or disunion.

They come, Oh! vhey come from far and near, and they
bring thelr priceless treasures, i. e.; pure hearts and clean
minds filled with precious jewels of Love and Rervice, of
Wisdom and Understanding, of Concord and of Peasce.  Never
was there a more united and hamaonious band of pilgrims
than these Banais, who sterted from the various parts of the
world on the holy pilgrimage; Christians and Mohammedans,
Jews, Zoroastriesng and Hindus, imprelled by the gall of the
Spirit, leave their homes with one supreme object in their
minds. Unconsoious of each other, unknown to each other,
day &fter def they are drewn nesrer and nearer to the objec~
tive point, Why do tney underzo the hardships of these
journeys?  Why do they accept she Wicissitudes of the trip?
Do ‘they come to visit a fane? Are they interested in ihe
0ld rewsing of an ancient or submerged c¢ivilization? Do
they travel for the sake of recreation?

The Bahai pilgrims are not actuated by any of
these material things. Their sims are higher and their
motives exalted. They oome to visit the true Shekinah,
the visible  {ajesty of the Divine 8Spirit, +the Fountain of
the Water of Life Bternal, and the Bread descended from
Heaven, How great is their good fiprtune, and how unigue
is their privilege, For thelir thirst is allayed with this
Water, and their hunger satisfied with this Bresad.

Love, the great
symphony of the Universe, will become the dominant note of
their actions; and sympathy, the deep undertone in the
orchestra of 1ife, will modulate the measures and sounds of
their musie. The heavens of their hearts will hedome
illumined by a sudden blage of ethereal songs, and the
radiant waves of jubilant anthems will environ ihem with
the Breaths of the Holy Splirit. As syirituzl guldes they
will lezd back wandering humanity to its original starting
point, and as the inextinguishsble flame of Reslity, they
will enkindle the fire of celestial initegrity and moral
regtitude. Pheirs is of course a heavenly rewsrd. ¥hile
there arve many who are called, they are the ones who are
chosen, The result of thelr work cannot be measured by
any human criteriom, As they are not. working on tlie earth
nlane, as they are not striving for zny material sucoess,
their outward circumstances may not impress the every day
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man, who measures life according to the standsrd of dollars
and cents, '

Today 8ix pilgrims arrived from Salezovar, Lashal,
Teneran, Yazd and Ashkabsd, The steamer ar»ived about
sunset, and after an hour of delay in the (ustom House they
were =t last standing en the Presence of ihe Reloved,
Tears of joy flowed Irom thelr eyes, and one could not
nelp being moved by this mystic scene of Oriental devotion
and love. What were their feelings their thoughts and
their emotions during these few aouments of their first
visit to their Lord? For days and days they had journeyed
80 th:t t:ey mignt look into the glorious countenance of
the daster, and hear His welcome and greeting:

*Marhaba! ¥arhabal Knosh Amedeedl Khosh
Amedeedl

In the morning a number of outsiders called on

Him, then my turn caame, He dictated two cables to Hrs,
Getsinger and Mts, Stannard, expressing happiness over the
receipt of their g-od news, and then dictzted a few Tablets.
At noon, instead of going up to the Pilgrims* Home we ate
our luneh in the house of tue Zeloved. The yilgrims wers

given permission today to go to Acca and visit the Holy
Tomb of the Blessed Perfectiob, but early in the morning

He called a few of them into His roon, and said:

*In my behalf vou %ill zo and visit the blessed
Tombd of His Holiness BAHA'0*LLAH. I cave great love for
the believers of Jamagsan, because

Piretly - they are earnest believers;

Secondly - they are firw and steadfast;

Falyaly ~ they are loyal and faithful; and

Fourthly - because Mollsh Moham.ed Naiagani sen—
tenced the BAB to death God has brought out such wonderful
believers from that town who are the ecause of my happiness,

Likewige, the believers of Meelsm are very dear
Yo me, because they are tried and tested. Similarly, the
friends of Mayan Bosh, Maraghad and Banab are in reality most
zegious in faith. The believers of Meelan have suffered
m . :

During the first years of our stay in Bagdad &
BAHA'Q'LLAH suddenly departed for the mountains of Suleymaniehn.
At that time we did not know His whereabouts at all, and
so 1t heppened that there was no one to teach the Csuse or
mister the scattered Bahai foress.,  The fire of search
was almost extinguished and trne interest of the publig wuned.
There was Nno ocne to sasusge the fear of the Tew, or atiraoct
the hearts of the iany, fthe Voice of Divine Authority was
hushad, and the thunders and lightnings of spirituzl revel-
ations did not roll and flasR across the heavenly traock,
Mirza Yahya, who claimed to be the vice-regent of ths RBAB,
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always fearing his own shadow, was concealing himself in a
thousand hiding viaces. completely disguised and under

the assumed naiie of Hajl Ali, he traveled like a Darveesh
between Bagdad and Balsorah,. In order to hide his ldentity
froi the publlc ne had hung on a string a few red and yellow

Arahian slippers, which he sold to the people while walking
through the streets and Bazaars.

¥At this juncture two young men from Meslan came

to Bagdad., They were enkindleg believers and they brought

cheer and hsppiness to onr despondent and s orrowiing neants.
It wes then a long time that we had no news-from the Blessed
Perfection. The Fire of Jpirituality znd aciivity was put
out of every soul. Phe hearis were bewildered and the
g8pirits drooped. Wo gmount of exertion whatever could in
the least stir to oourage or self sacrifice the spirits of
the few reumining fearful Bahais. At that toue I was very
young. These 'two new believers from Meslan camne and knocked
at the doozr. I went and opencd it. L observed they were
two young men from Mesian. Their faces werelumindus, thelr
eyes radliant; they were shining like: unto two suns. i
asked them to ¢oie in. o . Aftoeyr awhile they asBed
about the Cdsuse, I ¥old them that the Csuvse was extinet,
there was ng cguse, They asked about .irzz Yahya. I

told them he was concealed and no one knew his whereabouts.
They @esked sbout BAHA'O'LLAH, I told them I .4id not know
where le was. As soon as tney heard this sad news they
looked =2t each other and began to weep and weep, For nearly
one hour they sat down on the floor and wept bitter tesrs

of regret and disappointuent., I tried to console them, but
I cculd not aucoceed. My ovwh neart was sad when I resliged
the chaotiec ocondition of the (suse, and the absence of any
life. Wnen ﬂheg arose from theiy seats, without any re-
marks they left The house. They did not leave any address,
and I never heard from them afterwards. How different it
is now!{  ®Phe Banner of the Cause of BAHA!O!LLAH is waving
over all the regions. The Power of the iost Great Name
is felt by all the nations of the world. The Glad ¥idings
of the Kimgdom are proclaimed to all the religions of the
world. whe fotenoz of the Holy Spirit is moYing the
hearts of men, and the fearless teaschers of the Cause are

spreadin. the Gospel of Salvation hoth in the East and in
the West,"

It was one:o clock p. m. and I wes sitting behind
my table,writing. My mind was budy weaving the fabric of
new evepr ‘changing thoughts. Then all of a sudden ry hand
was stopped as though by an invisible power I tried to
shake off the impression, but ewen my mind cou;d 1301t tndnk
clearly. I maised uy head and my gaze traveled over many
a lovely blossoming tree, beyond the house of the geloved,
over the red roofed ocottages of the German colony, past the
placid and ¢alm bay of the Mediterranean, to where the
ancient city of Reos is built, scross the open plain and over
the purple hjilltops., Then MY gaze turned heavenwsrd and
lo! and benhold, there was a most wonderful rainbow, the
rainbow of the (ovenant, the symbol of the Yestament of
God, stretched over the city of Acca, it was composed of
many colors, violet, rose yellow, green, deep purple, bright
roge and a light shade of faint green. The most interesting
thing about the rainbow was that its penmi-circle was only
large enough to arch the ¢ity of Acca. It staved in the
heaven for more than one ninute, each color distinet in its
line, and then little by little it sanished away.

actions and free hearted deeds of g person proclaim with
the sound of a trmmpst his loyalty and sincerity in the
Causge.

seeiring difficulties and finally planting his feet on the
summit of the Mountain of Success, Beatitude and undinin-
ished Glory. ?

-Such. & man was Mirza Abul Fazl, On such &an
unshakable rock every person must lasy the foundation of the
palace of hig 1ife, so that the howling of the winds, the
fury of the storms, and the onslaught of the wild elements
3y not in the least shake it. ;

fhe life of Mirza Fazl was. God controlled and

God pYropelled. Not for one second did he set his own will
above the Will of God. He effaced self and lived eternally
in God. For this reason the Journal Woghattam, printec in
Cairo, although its editor is a Qhristian and is not vleaseéd

to see this Cause making headway in:the West, yet in &n one
of the current issues of the week a wonderful significant
article apyears, sulogizing the vriceless character of Mirza
Abud Fazl, mourning his loss as a great calamity, calling
upon the young men to emulate him in:their search after the
realities of life, and pralsing most uns aringly his in-
tellectual attainment, and literary, philosophic and histor-
ioal culture.. People observe how the rays of the atiri-
butes of sincerity and poyalty illumine the character,
causing man to become as a glorious star, yet they chase
after the snimuering, faint light of the ignis-fatious of
their own chimeras and selfish ideas, and deprive themselves
of the wondrous Lights of the 9pirit,*

In the morning a youlg Englishman who has been
traveling in Indls and .1s now visiting the various memorable
sites of the Holy Land on his way to BEgyrdw ocalled on tne
Beloved. Fout years agom before his depsrture for Indis,
this itan had hnegrd about the Csuse,: He desired to know
something about the Prineciples oFf thé Revelation.

The floodgates of the spirituual Utterances of the
Master were unlocked, and for more than an hotir and a half
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He spoke, enumerating the various humanitardan Teachings,
and finally giving a detailed exposition of the economic
plan of BAHA'O'LLAH which will right all the social inequal-
ities and give to esch member of the body politic his
allotted share of confort and well being,

In the afternoon He sent for the departing pil-
grims and most graciously took them on a long walke. It
was gunday, and there were many Carmelite monks and nhuns
going and coming, fhe boys and girls studying in the vari-
ous religiocus institutions were having 'a joyous picnig under
the fragrant blossoming alm:nd trees il the field. Many
of them, knowing the Master, stovped and respectfully sa-
luted Him, Doubtless .iany of ithese monks arve waiting Ffor
the goming of the Hessiah. Most of them ars sincere in
their expsctation, and vet what would they do with a man if
he should go to them boldly and say: Myour promised Lord
iz indzed hzre! The King of Kings nalh avveared! The
Divine Jerusalem hath descended from Heavenl Oren your
gyes and unstod your earsi®*

The Haster pointed out to us with his holy fingers
ths nuanery , a lavge bullding at the foot of Mouht Carmel,
He related the story of their initiation and acceptance into
the Order: -

*Most of these girls come from Burope and dedicate
their lives entirely to prayer and worship, They are khown
as the brides of Christ. Once they enter that building
they are not allowed to come odt. They do nod speak with
anyone, and thelr feood is sexved by an atiendant, The
roome in which they liwe are cell like and very dark.
Although this custom does not exist in ithe Religion of God
vet 1t demonstrates the superlative degree of severence.
Were this law sanctiohed by Divine authority the sriritusl
effect ov it an lhe world would have been tremendous.

Man inst live beneath the shade of the gonmandments of *Tie
'eligion of God, and at the sane time sosr in such a pure
atmosphere of hnoliness ahd severance. It is noe necessary
for him or her to take the vows of a monk or a real nun, but

his or her detachment frow vne things of the world must be

like unto theirs.. They must bresthe the air of severance,
and be burned with the fire of Attrsction.t

Po thie believers who were going to pass through
Bagdad He sald:

Pgnnounce to the friends in Bagdad the Most Great
Glad Tidings of ABDIL BAHA ,  Assoclia®~ with t~em with the
utnost of kindness and deliver unto them my joy everlasting,
Make them feel the war«tl oi vy love and affection.
Likewise, gladden the hearts of the believers of other
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cities through which you pass, Suffexr them to come into
the joy of the Lord ¢nhenl they meet vou. Tell them that
ABDUL BAHA ever thinks of them, Wistfully and tenderly Fe
looks aftexr their spiTatual vrotection.*

Then Heé spoke about other things; now about His
strernuous trip through the West, and again describing in a
somewnat humorous manner ithe art of eloéition and oratory
a8 is played over the vast audiences in the Oscident by
silver tongued and spectaoular orators who seem to cast
spells on their sudiences{ or as He called them ‘!sword
swallovers',). :

fhen He enjoined on our departing pilgrinms to give
His greetings to individual Bahal ieschers whoee nmmes Fe
mentioned. the farewell scene was, =8 h&as always been,
very affecting, and the eyes were wet with tears. The
Beloved wouls rot let them fall at His holy feet, but He
kissed then and embraced them in Hisg heavenly arms.

Phe Haster sent a Tablet to the believers in
Caixo, telling them to take good care of the writings of
mirza Abul Fazl. ’ :

We followed our dear pilgrims to the pier, and
when we returned we felt the great void left by their
absence,

they may obtain: this priceleSs privilege.

Just when I finished the last page the Master came
out of the house and beskRoned me to follow Him. . H¢ handed
me a cablegram.aust received from Teheran to Tead to Him,
which I did. - Then T translated a petition from George J.
mugur of Honolulu, and while He was walking through the
streets NHe dictated for ‘him a beautiful Yablet. He
contimed in ¥Mis walk ¥ill He reached a vacant lot at the
foot of the Mountaln of@God. Here we sat on a piece of
rock and staprted.to resad-an Arabic newspaper. ¥hile the
Master was thus engaged .two Arabs, who were apparently
debating ok some deep questions, as their vigorous gestures
showed, passed by. They stopped, looksd at the Beloved,
and murmured a few words to each other. From their nlens
1 guessed that they had agreed to have the Master as an
Arbitrator and abide nia ‘decision. They came forward and
asked their questions, .'His answer pleasea them both, and
they went ‘away quite happy.

Pifthly, the foundation of faith is based upon the
faculty of hearing. - A deaf man is not responsible, because
only 2 hearing man cen listen to the Words of God and com-
prehend thelr meanings. -

8ight ie physicel, insight ie ideal. %here are
many peorle who have the power of sight but they lack insight,
Insight perceives and unfolds the spiritual susceptibili-
ties of consciousness. It discerns .the realities of
phenomensa. 9ight is the faculty used for observing things,
but it is not the apprehender of things. insight becomes
cognizant of the real state of things, and plercing through
tge viil of appearanoes 1t goes 1o the very heart of a glven
object, — -

monarch over the-body and the five sénses, Reason does
not bvelong to the category of the senses, it a faculty su-—
perior to them, Animdis have the five senses but they do
not have the reasoning or intellectusl faculty as fully
developed in man, .

Ia the afternoon the" Master sent up Xhosro after
me, and ¥ hurried down the Mountain as soon as possible.,
When I arrived the-Msster was+sitting in the garden. Mirza
Heydar Ali and a number of believers were in His Presehce,
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fhe landesu was ready, walting for Him at the doowr. He
asked me to ride with Him in the landeau bvecause He had sev-
eral letters and wanted them to be translated. Since our
arrival In Hgifa I have always carried in my heart the
hidden wish of riding with the Beloved in the landeam, dbut
up to this hour no opportunity was offered me. Ve were
driven by Iasfandeyar through the streets of German colony
till we were qulte out of the town in the open fields.
several times on the.way the Master expressed His delight
at the charming beauly of the scenery. A few letters re=
acived from Indis detailing the progress of the Cause were
read to Mim, fhe news that the debt of the Orient-
Oceident Unity for the publication of the Bahai literature

was paid gave Him imch pleasure. When the nasmes of those

The moon was full and glorious, the Mountain of
carmel was fascinatingly beautiful, my heart swelled in
thanksgiving, and from my 1ips flowed the words in the first
vart of tris letter.

wide expsnse ol the Kingdowm of Abha, and assign to it various
boundsries, What a shoritsightedness this is. The Zahal
gause is Universal and not local. It is all inclusive and
not exclusive, ¥he very word *exolusively® savors of
dogmatic spirit, narrowness of mind, limitation of the out-
look, which are wholly odious and unpleessant 1o a Bahai.
fhe Spirit of the Wo#d of Gal. cannot he monopolized. It
we can monopolize the fresh alr that we breathe, then we
may be able to form a trust of the Spirit of tre Word of God.
Desp down in the core of the heart of every Bahal there mst
be a reverent Universality and a great love for everything

"noble and true in the past religions of the world.

What right have we to disvegard them?  the good in every
religion is always good, because other Revelations hae ap-
peared with more suitanle laws aprlicable to the time and
the eountry in whioh ihey lived, God has not placed into
ny hands, or thy hgnds, the keys of His Mighty Cause. Most
gravhicolly the Lord describves the foalherdy presunptions
o€ such egotistlio spiritusl geograther in the Pollowing sub-
lime Words in the Book of Job: .

*Wiao 1s this that darkenein counsel by words without
knowledge?  Gird ur now thy loins like a man for I will
denand of thee, and answer T hou me. | Where wast thou when
I laid the foundations of the earth?  Declare, ifthou hast
understaiding, Who hath laid the meazsures thereof, if thou
knowest? - Or who hath stretched the line upon ittt  Where-
upon are the foundatione thereof fastened? Or who laid the
corner stone thereof; When ithe morning stars sang together

and all the song of God shouted for joy? —-—-  Hast thou
commnanded the worning since thy days; and ccused the day-
apring to know his place; —-- Hast thou entcred into the

springs of the sea? Or hast thou walked in the search of
the depth? Hast thou perceived the breadts of the eartn?t

In the Bahal Cause religious prejudices mst be
entirely abandoned. Le¥ us always be on the alert lest we
may Decome little by ittle imbued with a ¥YBahal prejudice,®
I do not say that wuch a thing is possible, or will ever
come to pass; but it is better to be on our guardlest we
Inay become "proud* of our own hwnidity. A Bangl is always
thivsty for the Water of Reality, and hungry for the Bread
of Life, If he drinks the seven seas of the world his lips
sre yet dry. Yhe Eoly Soriptures of all the religions are
hie Universal Bible. ZFhrough the Lights of the Peachings
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of BAHA'O'LLAK, and the explanations of the Center of the
Jovenant, he diligently studies and reads other seripiures,
In the Bahal meetings the escred books of all the nhatilons
are perused aoccording to the customs of the countiry and the
80irit of the occasion, All the Provhetis of the past ages
are the members of one vast spiritual brotherhood. - Prom
the standpoint of this. gelestial intiumacy there is not the
glighiest distinction between them, and therefore a Bahail
loves all dispassionately and exertis himself to humbly walk
in their footsteps and charascierizes himself with their sev-
eral sublime ¥Yeachings. A Bahal opens ihe windows of his
heart, letting the rays stream down through them, no matter
from what horigon, ¥Xe associgies wiith sll menkind with joy
and fragrance, and scetters to the four winds the ashes of
exclusion and uental and spiritusl restraints.

. VWhen we descended tre Mountain this morning and’
stood in the Presence of our peloved in the garden while He
was walking to and fro with firm feet,:

He spokefhs-follows:

*fhe Bible and the holy Books of other religions
mist always be studied and be read in ihe Rahail meetings.
fhis study will wdden the circle of one's information and
acquaint him witk the wonderful prophecies fulfilled today.
4 Bahal publication must never contain anything which mey
cause provocation, or injure the feelings of anyone or dis-
vlezse any soul. It must contzin such matters as would be
conducive to the happiness, hopefulness, advancement, guid-
ance and illuwmination of the readers. . Its field must be
universal, its sypalhy must be universal, its ideals must
be universsl. Its contents must establish fellowship ve~
tween the hearts of all the religionists, and must not voice
anything which might wound the feelings of others. The
reading and study o:f the Roly Bookxs are essentlal, so that
nan may become informed with the Glad ®idings. We must fol-

low the Will and Comnands of the Blessed Perfection, and not
"~ the promptings of our own hearts, ¥e must consort with all
mgnkind with love :and amity, If we possess a Word of Truth
we will deliver it to the people; if they zccept it the ainm
is attained, if they rejecot we leave them to themselves and
pray for then, We -have to do this, however, most kindly,
without the least sign .of ill feeling snd opposition. We
will not engege in disputes and altercatiolis. We mmest
affiliate with a1l the religions and sects, speak to them
from their own standpolint, and show to them in practice that
we love their books, we read their scriptures, and we honoxr
and respect ithe Pounders of their religilons. A Bahal
teacher must keep these facts always vefore his wind, lest
in the osourse of his lecture he nay make z doglatic asgser—~
tion whigh may arouse their cowbative prejudicial spirit
in their listeners."
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In conneetion with the above remerks He wrote the

following with His own ‘blessed hand to one of our Western
teachers:. .

i '!hrough whiohever country thou goest speak thou
-with moderation., = Call the people to the Oneness of the
world of humanity, the dawn of the Jun of Realify from the
horigon of Persia, and the Servitude of ABDUL BAHA, and -
then explain the Center of the Covenant, and no more.®

. -Pefore noon the pilgrims met ABDUL BAHA two o -
three times, therefore they were most hapyv. fhe Master
showered upon them many dblessings. A word to them from
Kin is nmore than sufficient. In the afternoon the mother
of the former president of the Gerwan vank in Haifa, with
two girls, one English snd the other German, who are trav-
eling through the Holy Land, called on the Beloved. Mirza
Monsen and Mirza Kadl received them in the recepiion roon,
and they were served with tea.  After awhile the Master
-came in bidding them & hearty welcome. After a few prelinm-
inary remarka T :

*$he air here at Mount Carmel is fragrant, andsits
earth is sweet,  ¥he panorams of sea and land is very
unique: its sun is all-glorious, its moon 1is all-beautiful,
and its stars are. all—sparkling.

;his is. the uoly Langd, the land whieh gave birth
to all the Prophets, such as Abraham; Isaac, Joseph, David,
Solomon, Moses, Isalak, Zechariash, and .last of all Christ.
Blijah lived on Mount: Gaxmel. You muet love this land very

Syris is @ most wonderful oountry, it is a world
in manature.  All the trees of the hot climate, such as
date-paln, oranges, lnandarines, ete,, as well as the trees
of the cpld cllmate, such a8 walnuts, pines, ete., are
found in Syria. -®iberias is famed for its hot weatloﬂ,
while Mount Lebanon is & ¢ool. summer resort ——

. ?ﬁéreover,ithsfnignfs of'thé Sun of Divinity have
shone forth from thils dayspring, and the splendors of the
Ord of Rea;ity were diffused from this Horizon.*
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Yhen He siyoke about Stuttgart and its beautiful

geowraphio situetion, and the physical strength of its nen

and the sturdy gqualities of their chswwsters. They left
the Master most pleased with their interview; and expressing
a desire to see the Koly Pamily, they were taken by Mirzs
Hadl. lLater on the Angel of Mount Carmel and Mr. and Mrs
Holbach came in. PThey had come to listen to the continua—
t%on of of Hirzs Hayder Ali‘s dellghtfu1 znd instructive
story. .

The Master asked them to sit down for a few
minutes, then

Ke said:._

. "Souwe of the nmaterialists have alwsys endesvored
to refute the wholesome influence exerted by the power of
religion over the members of a community. In order to
prove their statements they hawe olung to z very fallaoious
and untenable theory cazlled *the law of correspondence,?’

By the tla¥ of correspondence! they nean this in
a mut shell:

, on one hand the studenta read the Decalogue, the
Sermon on the Mount, the Verses of the Koran, the gentle
exkoriations of Buddha, the pure ideas of Zoroaster, and the
moral ¥eachings of gonfuclus, and they find them lofty,
stlimlating and insvirilg;  .na on the other hand they

£ind that the lives and actions of millions of people who
call themselves followers of these great world Prophets

do not *correspond® witk those exalted advices, and as
RERixiRexaRingskARxEsnahagentiy xeatined ndhenpbaeantexxeLxX
their feachings have not greatly refined the character of
wan, therefore the Peachers were false and impostors.

fhe averageé intelligent Westerner of today is
not & Ohristian; he is-a seculsr ohurchmen. Parrot-like
he way vespect the Tesohings as laid down by Okrist in the
Gogpels, but he will not be ready to live up to these cou~
mandments, Ohrist sayst: - *whosoever shall smite thee on
thy right cheek, turh to him the other also}? But now
Furopean Ohristials are armed to the teeth, ready to cut
each other!s throats at the slightest provocation. :

Again, Ohrist repeats the old law: !thou shalt
not kill, and whosoever phall kill shall be in’dauger of

ndgment.* Mow does this co¥respond with the umurderous
butokéry of Mbhammedans and Ohristiane in the late war bhe~
tween $urkey and the Balkan Allies, who in turn fell upon
each other as soon gs they put thelr so called comluon enemy
hors de combat?

Again Ohriat sayss 'Blessed are the peace makers
for they shall be ¢alled the children of God.tf Wow does
this agree with the intrigues of politiciens, the machina-
tions of the diplomatists behingd the closed doors of their
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chznocellovies, and the constahit incitement of jingo press
with thelr pseudo-patriotism, and the continent of Burope
becoming one vast dangerous arsenal for the combustion of
which only one spark is neccssary to gitart a world consuming
conflagration? ' ' -

~IT christ was the Son of God and performed 8o

many wiracles, even as to quickening the dead, why after
2000 yecars is it that his followers do not even practice
these simple Teachings of Hig?  fhese are only a few of the
arzguments put forward by the materislists and agnosties;
baging therefor their evidence upoh the mn-correspondence
of the actions O0f the followers of these Prophets with the
seyings of the Prophels theuselves, they go tot he point of
denying that there was anything divine end spiritual in the
lives of @%egfbundersgar vhékecradliglioneota i ang, ant ey

®he mistake committed by these agnostics is never-
theless plain. It-is this: ' :

It is unjust and unfzir to the wonderful Namarene
to ever compare the deeds aind actions of these Curistians
with His Celestizl feacliings. Phey must corivare His
Yeachings with His own life, and the iives of those who
truly walked in his footeteps, and they will find that one
is the embodiment of the other,?

When this worning the Master came out of His room
He walked toward the garden, and for several minutes He looked
down over the matchless scene of the Dlossols. Then
standing in“front of the door of the ¥omb, without entering
inside, He offered a silent prayer, Prow here we walked
toward the Pilgrin's Mome. . ' Entering the reception room
He took & seal neear the window.

¥ine pilgrins arrived today, f-ur men, four women
and one voy, from Yazd, Nayreez and Boumbay. one of the pil-
grime has brought his daughter with him to enter the girls!
college in Beirut, where already more than half a dozen Bghal
girls are studying. This ie g distinet departure on the
part of these Persians, who are extremely reluctant 1o leave
the beaten trqok as regards the education of the girls, and
it would have been impossible to make then feel the supreme
importance of this faet were it not for the repeated commahds
of ABDUL BAHA, the girls are more than anxious to study
and widen the scope of their opportunities, but they are so
hedged in on allssides by petty social conventions and with-
ering ocustoms, and stinting restrictions, that it is very
hard for an ouisider to realige the meaning znd impoxrt of
each, A mumber of the progressive wonmen put the whole
blame on men, arzuing with muchk earnestness that the men
have evey been and arve yet the main cause of the backwanrd
concition of their sex in the Orient. Rhey Dmrther state
that the real era of wousn's Progress will gommence in the
Bast when the = tubborn men will give up for all time their
assuled superiority, offering to women their own inalienable
rights of social equality so long witkheld, and willingly
consort with them as their equals and partners in life,
the women are fast revolting ageinst thelr oramped and con-
fined life, they longZfor broader fihelds of sctivity. %Fhey
hate to sit around the house all day and do nothing but dress,
attend t0 household duties and wake the servants behave thel~
selves, Phey love to come out and breathe the fresh air
of true emancipatiol; they yearn to break into a thousand
pieces the handeuffs of blind customs and the chains of
social inequalities, I know nothing about it, but I feel
in my immost heart that a silent and portentous storm of
revolution is brewing behind the harems of the East, and
once it is met loose its force will be so irrepistable and
its veloclity so sweeping that no power on earig can stand
before it. In the course o7 sonversation on this most

important subject, I mean interesting subject, a friend told
mes :

*I think the time is soon coming when the Eastern
women must take into thelr own hands the cause of their
rights and fresdom. It may take, oh such = long time be-
fore the Mafic will come around. and deal with this subjeot
inteiligently, but-the women will find a skort cut to it.”*

For my part I wisk to see all the Bastern girls
well educated, and all their latent intellectual and spir-
itual forces budding out into perfect womankood. Are they
not your sisters as well as :ine? YThe comsummation devoutly
to be wisked 18 to see them untramceled and free, soaring
towards the heights of human and divine perfections snd
working with men, shoulder to shoulder, in the npliftment
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of humanity of the plane of regeneration. The stage is
set and the curtain will be raised soon. Will you and I
be among the actors or the spegtators? Eime only can tell
this, But no matter what part is assigned to us at that

particulaxr hour, let us hope we will fulfill our duty faith-
fully and single-nindediye. :

_ While with the afternoon stesmer nine pilgrins
arrived, with the morning steamer five left for Marv, Russis,
via Constantinople, $he Beloved saw them before their
departure, Wnile the tesm was served and the eyes were wet,
the Master, among other things, spoke to them as follows:

Hay they be drawn nearex day
by day unto the Kingdowm of Abka, become more attracted, more
enkindled, purer and holier, I will supplicate at the
Threshold of BAHA'O'LLAK to proteot and guerd you under all
circumstances, *

when the newly. arrived pilgrims were ushered )
into His noly Presence they thought they had at last attained
td0 Paradise. After welooing them, and asking several

Anongst the new pilgrinms 1s Egjl Mohammed ¥gher,
from Yeazd. fhirty-two years ago he had visited Acocs, and
during nine months stay visited the Blessed Perfection.
Yow he returns to meet the Son. He has brought along man-
useripts of & large book written by hin, gontaining the
accounts of all hhe martyrs in Yazd from the appearance of
the DAB up to a few years sgo. The book will be presented
Wo the Mester. I have no doubt it is a most dramatic doe-
unent, and I hope to get it from the Beloved to read, and
in case the time permits, to translate portions of the same.

In the afterncon I Tound the Master in the rose
garden talking with the son of the former Mofti and another
gentleman., ¥he talk was varied, humoristie and livelys:

moved by a great spiritusl emotion.

Before the meeting Mr, and lirs. Holbach visited
¥im, and He spoke about Gen. Gordon and his expedition to
goudans -

*Ee was lmpelled by human and disinterested motiwes,
and there weyxe many people wholoved him.'

% declare unto you the Zidings of great joyi* vwes
said to me by one of the pilgrins who sarrived this evening.
2wo are from Mashad and onie from Bokhars. YEhe Bghai Cause
is making mirsgulous advances all over Persia, especially
in the Province of Khoeassaln, Lately we have been fortiu-
nate to nave in our nidst ihree wonderful teachers, who are
devoting all thelr time snd energy to the promotion of the
Word of God, and they have attracted the hearts of inmuner-
zble persons to the Kingdom of Ldght. ¥he inhabitants of
our esountry have been so long like a flock of sheep without
the protecting staff of the Skerherd, the ravenous wolves
heving left their lairs in the mountains rushed toward the
plain, and finding the unprotected conditions of these in-
nocent oreatures, tore them to pieces. Pheir nights of
agony and despair were very dark, and thelir cries and lamenw
tations plerecing ard heart harrowing. Wolves in sheep!s
clothing strutted sbroed and the people, deceivsd by aprear-
ances, turned to them for protection, enly to be attacked
and torn to pieces. Distrascted, dismayed, surrounded by
the foreboding powers of destruetion, they did not know
what to do. Indeed they were waliiing in the valley of the
shadow of gdeath, and the darkness of hopelessnhess enveloped
then with its ominous wings. ¥From the depths of their hearts
welled up a torrent of prayers and entresties toward the
thyrone of their Deliverer, but there Qame hack no answer.

Xe hears the prayers of His servants, and Re sees
the oppressions of the tyrants. #e has come to thelr swmecor
in their kour of need and has delivered them from the claws
of wolves, fhe Bahais are how the Johorts of Halvation;

I oftsn think of
them, and wish so mch I could attend one of their meetings,
fheir very name is an inspiration to us, We all know how
good they are, how beloved they are in the estimation of
ABDUL BAF4, how unselfish is their aim, and how gealous threy
are in the promogion of the Cause of Bod,?

Many of the pilgrims ask me similar questions and
desire to hear the news of the activities of our brothers

About thirty years ago no o-ne kd heard the name
of the Bahal Oause in Ashkabad; but now the doime of the
first Mashrak el Azkar, like a radlant jewel, glitters under
the rays of the sun! - - - Praise be to Godl tkat it Rhas
become evident and known to all that {1he Bahais are free
from any intrigues and seditions. ¥hey confer life and
not desthi - - -  $he people of Persia looked on the
Bahsls g8 the eneixies of their religion, possessions and life,

and consequently they eonsidered one of their holiest duties
the externination of this sect.

Carnegie has given two millions of dollars to establish
unity amongst the sects of ohrlstianity, wus halled as one
of the gregtest signe of the tines:

*i;, CGarnegiel's aims*, the RBeloved said, Ysre
altruistie, and his intentiona revolved around the Prineiples
of service to the Oneness of the world of humanity.®

Prof. Cheyne of 0xford, Bngland, had forwarded to
Mrs. Holbach a book which is publishied in Rome in French
and Italian, containing *gonfessions of faith* by 76 well
known thinkers of the wWest, including the Professor himself.
In his article he mentions this ¥ovement.

Before I left his Holy Presence He-xsked e to atay
tonight in the house; probably 1f He is equal to it He will
dictate a few Rablets, I was more than glasd to comnly with
His wish and sleep under the roof of His blessed houe.
Altnougk [ staged He did not send for .me, because He was
too tired to do so., In the evening a number of the pil-
grias gathered downstairs and talked together about the
(ause, #hose who have just arrived from #shkabad and Bakou
gave me an interesting account of the large, overflowi
memorizl meeting held in honor of Mirzs Abul Pazl after the
receipt of the Beloved!'s cablegran, Iin the latter city
our dear brother, Mirza All Akbar, was the principal spesker,
giving a graphic history of the life of him whose loss is
mourned by all the Bahals in the Orient. In Ishkabad the
Persian gonsul attended the uceting and gzave a dramatio
address on Unity. e said.: Yout of the storm and stress
of time the Bshais have extricated themselves viectorious,
#his have they Deen able to achieve through their notable
power of cohesion and union. Fodzy the Bahais are the means
of our gliorification abroad. ¥e point out o it with pride
and honor. All the other parties, both religious and secu-
lar, which were formed in Persia for the last one hundred
vears have been flat failures, dbut the Party of BAHA'(Q'LLAH,

Phinking that
T might De able to satisfy him they invited him one day to
oUr housoe They brought him at a time when I had just got
up from sleep and was at my toilet, One of thein scane to
me and said: !We habve bronght __ to you, and we beg
youiiolspeak with him. We have done our bvest but to no
ava .
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I sald: ¥Bring him, and I will converse with him,?

*hen I turned my heart linsedistely to the Blessed
Perfection, and prayed to Miui for confirmation.  They
brought him, ang I started to speak with him, Before the
hour was ¢p he accebted the Czuse. After that he used to
serve the believers with unequalled zeal and enthusiasm.
Althouzh he did not have to, because he had servants and
cooks, vet he would go himself to the kitehen and cook for
the friends many kinds of dishes.¥

As the peloved entered the large reception room
in His home, filled with Oriental pilgrims from “any coun—
tries, and looked into thelr eager, worshipful faces,

e exclaimed:

*iost wonderfull HMost wonderful! low luminous are
these faces, how glorious are these countenances! #hey
are lixe unto the suns from which the rays of the Love of
BAHA'O'LLAR are diffused to all directions.*

After speaxing a ainute or two about the luprove-
ment of His health, how His tired and overtaxed nerves needed
a coumplete rest, Ne continmued:

*if a person is confirmed in the accomplishment of
the services of the Xingdom, his worldly conditions are of
secondary lwpovtance. 90 far this supreme desire of mine
nas not been realized. Fhe greatest bestowal that is possi-
vle for a soul to sttain in this world is this; that he may
gpend his life, his forees, his possession, his body, his
heart and his epirit in the Path of the service of the Blessed
perfection, and turn toward the last days of his 1ife he
may drink the ouy of martyrdom, #his is indeed the most
blessed state, the loftiest possible pinnacle of perfection .
Is thers s greater and more harrowing regret in the world
than to spend one's physical energies in the awful road of
lust, sinful passions, inoriinate desires and the frivoli—
ties of the age? Mo, I declare by Godi Oh! how pitiful to
wateh the last flicker of & hope dying out of such a life.
Recause when the last curtain falls on such s dissipated
life, he finds to his utter remorse his nerves racked, his
resources drained, his fortune wrecked, his hopes unfaliilled,
his ocvportunities lost, his visiens unhsccomplished, his
energies wasted and the light of his s:irit extinguished.
What were the results of these déeds?  What was the sum total
of these thoughts? What wag the outcome of this sowing of
wild oats? Where is the man with his youthful ambitions?

then a few months in that town. Alone and unaided they
invited manking to the banguet of the Lord, and raised thelr
voices to the highest heavens. Everywhere they were perse~
anted, reviled, laughed to scorn and derided, but these things
did not lessen their faith and determination. 2hey left
behind their homes, their kitk and kin, and went away, and
the rest of thelr lives was spent in .srreading the Glad-
$idings of the Kingdom, At last they were martyred in the
Path of His Roliness Christ, may my life be a ransom to Hid,
on! through all their lives they did not forget Him for one
moment, they did not ecast into tre corner of oblivion His
Eeavenly Zeachings. 2hey renembered His adviees and exhor-
tations, and strove night and day to carry the Light of ths
Gospel to tre most distant =mnd unknown parts of the world.

His
Holiness Ohrist ascended to the same heaven from which he
ceme down; ‘fand no man hath ascended to heaven, but He that
came down from heaven, even the son of man which is in
heaven,' Why are ye perturbed? wWhat is the osuse of your
discontent? #his is not the day of retreast, this is not
the time of vour seclusion! Be up! Arisel Pnis is the
day of service. #his is the day of teaching the (ausge of
God! ®Bhis is the day of the Declaration of the Gospell
Bhis is the day of guiding the souls to the Kingdoml ghis
is the day of sacrifioce! ghis is the day of work! $his
is the day of faithfulness!  @he Lord hath commanded you:

shawl, placing 1t gracefully on her little shoulders,

times? In the evening I bhad many interesting conversations
with the pilgrims, and Oh! ¥ so wilsh 1 had svace enough

to tell you something about their besutiful iseals ang

Dear Friends:-

"Blessed are ye when men shalx revile you, and persew
cute you and shall say alll menner of evil egainst you f:lsely for my
sake. Rejoice and be exceedingly glad: for great is your reward in hea=
ven;, for so persecuted they the prophets which were pefore you."

1f the above utterance of our Lord Jesus Christ is oune
of the unmistekable signs of the followers of Truth, then the Bahais can
lay a special oclaim on the great significance of this verse, and apply it
with & greater force and truthfulness to the PFounders of this Movement
end those who embraced their doctrines. For they were not only reviked
and persecuted or caluminsted, btut they were thrown into dark Jaiis, exiled
tortured, and martyred by hundreds esnd thousands. The contents of the
following telk by our Beloved Lbdul Baha will disclose one of the smallest
chapters of Bahsl sufferings and tests.

"The friends in Bushryuah ave very 0ld. They have suf-
fered all manner of persecutioms, meny of them were martyred, yeot tisy
remained firm and steadfast and their Paith incressed. PFrom the day thet
His Honor Bab-el-Bab sccepted this Truth, Bushruyah become a spiritual
fort of Bshai victories, The children of the very first believers are
living today, &snd are most happy on account of their divine heritege.

They were some o0T the oldest believers, Persecutions and sufferings were
heaped upon thelr heads; trials and ordeals were their daily sustenance,
A lsrge number of them were martyred in the fortress of Tebarassi. Most
¢f them lived at all times under the threats 0f the ignorant mobs and the
ontlawry of the unruly rasbble, Their hardships and tribulations in the
tortress of Tebarassi were indescribasle end heart-harrowing. For 18 days
they hed nothing to eat. The enemies had surrounded them from all sides,
and communication with the outside world was completvely devarred. They
could not go out and buy any vrovisions. For days they ate the bark of
the trees., The gress and the leather of the horses' seddles. But sure
rounded on all parts by these unbearable hardships, the countenance of
their taith remained undimmed, end their firmriess and steadfastness une
shaken. It is most difficult for a person to remein Pirm at the time of
tests, When Christ was speaking to His Disciple abuut His epproaching
death, and the seattering of the sheep, Peter -said unto Him: 'Although
211 shall be offended yet will not I' Then the Master intimated that

he would not remain firm, saying: 'This day, even in the night, before
the cock crow twice, thou shalt deny me thricel But Peter spake most veh-
emently: 'If I shoulid die with thee, I will not deny thee in any wise,'
Likewise also said they all.' But when they were put under the refining
process of examination, we find that their assertions did not agree with
their actions., The houxr of tests is the hour ‘which will settle for =211
time to come who is firm in the Cause of God -and who decamps the field
of action. In every dispensation & number of senctified souls have kzmmmx
become manifest who were self-sacrificing, severed f rom sught else save
God, forbearing sufferings end tribulations, accepting hardships and pere
secutions welcoming tortures and death for the sake of Truth: but in
none of the past dispensations have there been such heroic snd sublime
instances of devetion end mertyrdom as in this Bahai Cause:. At the time
when all the inhaebitants of Teheran had arisen against this Cause, and the
Blessed Perfection was arrested and thrown into prison, I was s very
young child. The jail wherein Bsha'o'llah was impr#isoned was a derk and
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gooomy cell, underground, and had no pperture, snd no window save a small
door, When the door was unliocked one had to descend many rickety steps
beiore reaching the gloomy, stuffy and humid groundfloor. The name of

the gesoler was Ags Bozork, and ne was en inhabitant of the city of Gezwin.
As in the past he had. received meny favors, bounties, gifts and kindnesses
from the beloved hands of Beha'o'llsh, he came one dsy to our houss and
took me with him to see my father. Descending half the stairs of the cell,
I peered through the derkness to try and see someone. Everything was pitch
darkness. Suddenly I heerd the wonderful, resonant voice of the Blessed
Perfection! "Take out this child! Do not let him come in!" Obeying the
words of Bana'o'llah, the gaoler took me out and said: 'Sit down here and
be patient. About noon the prisoners are tsken out, and them you can see
your fether.”™ I sat there. A 1ittle after twBlve o'clock they brought

the prisoners out, and amongst them I saw the Blessed Perfection. A thick,
heavy chain cglled Gare Kehar", the heaviest end thickest chein of the time,
was pieced about Hisg Holy Feet, the end of which dragged along the ground.
His neck was also ochained with heavy fetters and his hands manacled.

Mirze Hahmoud - & most wonderful Bahai was the fellow prisoner of Besha'o'llag.
They were chained vogether, A common, ordinary feit hat, the top of which
was worn out end the fringetorn and soiled, was on Hls Blessed Heed, I
cannot deseribed to you the pain and anguish that attacked and &F tortured
me by this sight of the Menifestaetioni- - - -

"In short, the fiendish cruelties of the suthorities reached to
such a height as to divide & large number of the believers amongst the
vizrious clesses of the inhabitants of Teheran, go that these people might
martyr them accoring to their own devilish desires. For example, & be-
liever was given to the Government clerks, another to the policemen, another
to the infantry, snother the the Ulemam, another to the Dervishees, another
to the butchers - one to the members of each oraft asnd profession - so
thet all of them might lend & hand 1in shedding the blood of these innocent
Bahaig, Por instencs, a believer was given to the cevelry. The ferocious
beasts took him to Ssleza Meyden and about one thousend of them riding on
their horses, with drawn swords attacked him from ail sides. The body was
gctuelly cut into a thousand smell pieces, turned them into wild, dsneing
savages, thirsting for more blood, Fineliy the executioner cmied out to
them: 'O ye mad-men! It is enough! Stop! Notning is Left of the body.

I must take these small shreds and pieces and bury them! Do not add more
to the horrors of my taskl' At this juncture & resteurant keeper arrived
on the scens and asked the executioner to let him have the remains of
the "Accursed Behai' becsuse he would burn them in his stove and by this
act gain his entrance into Paradise.

=~ -~ = = = Those were the days of miraculous deeds, mebchless her=-
9ism, unsurpassable firmness, and divine courage. Xgch one of the believers
while walkipg upon earth, was at the same time sdaring toward the Su-
preme Concourse, They were the angels of the Kingdom of Abhe end the spirit-
ual heroes of the arena of unparalleled sacrifice.”

While the Master was enterteining meny peopie all day long, I
wae busy transleting in my room. When I saw him . this evening he said: "I
have been talking 8ll dasy, and now I feel tired. I am obliged to speak.
Often I am almost wnable to spesk one word, but I mmst tslk for more then
an hour. People coming to see me do not expect to go awasy disappointed,
and so I must satisfy the need of everyone. I have been working and spesk=
ing all day , mow spesking with a Jew, then & Mohammedan, now ¥ith a
Turk, then with an Arebl" - - Then we had & large mesting, in which the

Beloved gave the above spiritusl telk, which mede us gli weep. He himseldf

wag9 noved to tears, In this determined spirit, he expects to see our An-

ericen and Buropean brothers and- sisters working for the Ceuse and spresding
tne Teachings of Baha'o'llah. The foundation of this Revelation is laid on
such sdamantine rock of sacrifice,
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We are mnot tortunate and worthy to demonstrats our faith like unto these
martyrs, mt we can at least csteh their enthusiasm and fesithfulness!

"Dr., Coles, of the English Hospital, sent word that a number
of English and American tourists desired to call on the Mester, and that
they would be here after a few minutes, As soon as they arrived and the
preliminary courtesies were attended to, the American College 4n’Beilrut
became the subject of the discussion. "We must be just," Abdul Baha com=
mended. “The American College at Beirut is ocarrying on & sacred mission
of education and enlightenment and every lover of higher culturs and civ-
ilization must wigh it & great succese. One of the brightest attributes
of Divinity is Justice, and He likes to see His servents clothed with this
quelity. Yeers sgo 1 went %0 Beirut, =nd visited tl® College in itsufancy.
From that time on I have presised the liberslism of this insftitution when-
ever I found an oprortunity. Some of the bigoted Mohammedans complained
bitterly because the College glves or rather insists upon & religious
sducetion, end the students are asked to zttend 2 Sunday service in the
Church, They carried their complaints so far as to write articles on this
subject in the delly press, I told one of these men that all these talks
were besed upon ignorsnt prejudices. I am sure the morsls of the s tudents
will not be corrupted. They will be informed with the contents of the 014
and the New Testement. What herm is there in this? A chureh is house of
preyer. Let them enter therein snd wor ship God. What wrong is there in
this? These students attending the services in the Church glorify God,
their Maker, and not the Devil. I rave nc doubt that much good will be
socomplished, and many misunderstandings will be removed, if the Mussulamse
attend the Churches of the Christians with reference in their heartc snd
sincerity in their souls, and likewise the Christisns may go the Mohem-
medan Mosques and magnify the Creator of The Universe, Is it not revesled
in vre Holy Scoriptures thet "My House shall be cslled ¢of all nations the
House of Prsyer? All the houses of different names, -« - Church, Mosque,
Synasgogue, Pagoda, Temple are nc, other than the House of Pryaers. What
is there in & name? MNan must attach his heert to God and not to & build-
ing. He must love to heer the Neme of God, no metter from what lips;
even should the devil mention the Sacred Name of the Lord, I would be
pleagsd with him, I love God and I love to hear His Sscred Heme+ I do not
look upon the personalities. When I was in Tiberiess, my house was neer
the Synagogue. At midnight the Jews gathered in the Temple and sang
hymng of HallelujJah. I would especially get up snd listen to them, and in
ny heert pray with them., - -When & man'’s life 'is a life of eternal quest
sefter God, he will worship Him no matier where he may happen to be. I

pray to God in the Mosgue, the Churoh of the Synagogue in the seme spirit:
as 1f I were in Eig Iresence, ==~--

Many other subjects were discussed, and his western trip was touched
upon. "In my first stay" he said, "in London. I spoke from the pulpit
of Archdescon Wilberforce. He isftrue Christian and & noble chearscter?
He lives & life eccording to the Teachings of His Holiness the Ohrist.
He is kind %o &ll the strangers and works for the Ceuse of humenity."

They were most hapoy to be given this rere privilege of meeting Abdul
Bahe, whose 1life snd Teachings have c¢rezted such a voleanic change in the
religious thought of the world, and whose name ig most 'familiar to the
American and English people.

Speeking asbout & Persian by the name of = -~ - whom he placed in the
BEnglish Hospital under the medicasl care of Dr., Coles, he gaid: "This Per-
sian has been my enemy for forty years, but during all that $ime I never
gdirected toward him an 111 wish. When He visited Acca this lest time, he
csme to me sick, weary and repentant.
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"I heve done magy things sgainst you," he said: "Now I have reached the

end of my resources. 1 eennot go any further., Please do not iesve me .
to myself any longer, Do not send me awsy, I have grown very old, I am
111 and tired of the world.. Misery and remorse are my companions. Regret

and sorrow are my bedfellows, I have oome t0 you &s my very last helper.,”

I have no other friend to whom I mey turn my fece for succor and help." I
answered him: "Thou hest ever been my friend. Anxiously have I been waiting
for thy return. Just a8 & father has been longing for the return of his sh-
gent son, so have 1 been yearning for thee., Thou art indeed welcome. Thou
rt my friend. I love thee very much., Come with me to Haifa. and I will

‘lgut thee in the hospital, so that thy*health may be restored.

In the afternoon the Beloved pamo out of the house.and beckoned me
to follow him, He walked towasrd the Germen Colony and on the way & number
of pilgrims joined us. Along the way most everyone saluted him and paid
him reverent respect. After s long walk we reached a tall, overshadowing
tres under which thers were several boulders. Heisat on one of them, &nd
gave us permission to do the same, Then he asked our pilgrims from Kermen: :
to spesk to him. "Tell me"”, he said, "what voice is hesrd in thy city? 1I=s
it the voice of an earthly s1nger o¥ the Voice of the Cause of God? For
whenever the divine Voice is raised, all the other voices are hushed. The
charm and beauty of the Voie of Truth attrect the hearts and spiritualize
the thoughts. When the rich and highly gifted spirituel Artist bresks forth
into & concourse of so0ft lays end colorful tones of minstrelsy, then the
melodies and scores of he earthly singers will sink lower and lower tilil at
iast they are lost in & sea of etermal silence - obsocure and mystifying,
When the sweet harmonies of the Bird of the Supreme Peradise sre raised,
the buz:zing of the bees are not needed. Today whosoewer takes the lewsons
of voice culture in the Celestial Conservatory of Baha'o'®leh, he will be
endowed with a soul ceptivating voioe which would move and thrill the hearts
of numberless muaic-lovers.“

After awhile he continued hia walk, eand & little further on he
vointed out to us the cave on. the slope of Mount Carmel in which Ostad
Ismeel lived dey after day, end the Master related his story with fuller

perticulers, . Contentment and independence were the key-notes of his simple,
majestic 1ife, "These are," the Master ssid, "the gquaslities of the people
of God. These ars the requirements of the Bahai Life!" Then having gone
quite far he retraced his steps and we followed him pescefully while the
sun wgs slowly setting in the Western sky. In the meeting he spoke chiefly
concerning the conditions of the children of the martyrs of Yazd, end inquir=
ing after their well-being."” "The c¢hildren of the martyrs," he said "are
the limbs and organs of my body, beceuse their parents have r8vealed in
the world the mystery of saorifice. Whoever assists them hes essisted Beha'
o'llab, The station of the martyrs is the highest in the world of humanity;
even the prophets have longed to quaff of this cup.” The Beloved continued
.’to spesk e long time on this subject, so thet when we left his Presence we
yeerned to'be saorificed in the. Path of God -and to shed these feW'drops of
blood for the seke of His Glory, ~ -
